Thus, 
if it should be a s sumed that the in­
dividu a l wo r km an h as . kg-ally, no 
cho ice in the d isposi t ion of his labor, 
an involuntary servitude would b e 
esta bli shed , which would effectively 
de ba r th e union man from re fus ing to 
work with so -called unfa ir men-a 
poin t upon which a great dea l or pub ­
lic cr it icism h as been ex p end ed.
