1. INTRODUCTION INTRODUCTION

The ASCO Coding System (Unit Group Level) is an integrated system of 
procedures for coding occupation data, obtained by census or survey, to 
the unit group (4-digit) level of the Australian Standard Classification of 
Occupations.

The system provides a two stage coding strategy that enables users:

• to code occupation responses accurately and consistently;

■ to maximise the information captured from vague, ambiguous or 
incomplete responses; and

• to produce reliable and accurate statistics cost-effectively and 
efficiently.

The Coding System may be applied to any occupation data that meet 
two basic requirements, namely, that the data are collected on 
occupation as an attribute of persons, and that the data concern certain 
specified aspects of occupation.

The first requirement, that data are collected on occupation as an 
attribute of persons, arises because the system is designed to process 
the responses that people provide about their own or other people's 
occupations. It is based on the language of common discourse, not on 
the terms and descriptions used by occupation specialists such as 
labour market analysts, management consultants or industrial relations 
experts. The system is not designed to process specialist terms or 
descriptions used in formal discourse about occupations.

The second requirement concerns the content of the data collected on
occupation. ASCO is a skill based classification which groups 
occupations according to the similarity of tasks performed. Accurate 
coding therefore often requires data about the characteristics of the 
tasks performed in addition to the title of the occupation. The specific 
data items which are required and recommended are discussed in 
Section 3, Required Data Items.

Otherwise, the application of the Coding System is not limited by the 
collection base, the source of the data, or the method of collection.

The coding procedures, as described in this manual, are used by the 
ABS to code occupation responses obtained in household-based and 
employer-based censuses and surveys to the unit group level of ASCO. 
Variations in coding procedures can have significant effects on the 
resulting statistics and consequently on the compatibility with other 
statistics coded Io ASCO. Users who wish to produce statistics as 
comparable as possible Io ABS statistics should adopt the procedures 
specified in this manual.

Introduction Overview

The ASCO Coding System (Unit Group Level) has been developed in 
two forms - a manual or clerical form and a computer assisted form. 
The development of a rule-based approach to coding has enabled 
significant parts of the coding procedures to be automated by computer 
program, thereby reducing the number and complexity of the procedures 
to be followed by coders and consequently increasing coding efficiency. 
There is no functional difference between the two forms of the Coding 
System, that is, they are based on the same coding strategy and 
principles and are designed to yield the same results.

The coding strategy specifies the operational requirements necessary to 
implement the system. Information about the classification, its principles 
and conventions, is contained in the ASCO (First Edition): Statistical 
Classilication (ABS Catalogue No. 1222.0).

2. THE CODING STRATEGY THE CODING 
STRATEGY

To achieve coding which is accurate and consistent, maximises the 
number of codable responses and is conducted efficiently, the ASCO 
Coding System (Unit Group Level) employs a two stage strategy.

In the first stage, the occupation responses are processed according to 
a set of formal rule-based procedures. These procedures do not require 
coders to have a detailed knowledge of the classification itself and place 
limits on the extent to which they are allowed to exercise discretionary 
judgement. The majority of occupation responses (in the order of 85-90 
per cent) will be coded at this stage.

The remaining occupation responses, which are usually vague, 
ambiguous or incomplete, are treated as queries to be resolved in the 
second stage These responses are not amenable to processing by 
fixed rules and require more relaxed guidelines. Effective query
resolution requires staff to have a well developed understanding of the 
classification itself, and be capable of exercising considerable discretion 
in making decisions

2.1 The First Stage Coding Procedures First Stage Coding

Research conducted by the ASCO Project Team determined that there 
were three general types of occupation responses. These are:

• responses which could be coded accurately on the basis of title 
information alone;

• responses which required the use of information about both the 
occupation title and the tasks performed, and

• responses which contained only very vague title information and 
therefore could only be coded by using information about tasks 
performed

To deal with these categories, a formal rule-based coding method which 
prescribes the minimum information necessary to assign each particular 
code, has been developed II also specifies the conditions tor obtaining 
that information from occupation responses and stipulates the 
procedures for using that information to obtain an accurate code.

The coding method does this by mean*' of the ASCO Coding Index and 
coding rules. The Coding Index prescribes, in schematic form, the 
minimum information required and how it is Io be obtained and used for 
each entry in the Index. It also indicates to the coder the data items to 
be consulted, and the conditions for matching the minimum information 
requirements. The coding rules explain how the schematic form of the 
Coding Index entries is to be interpreted arid provides further rules for 
additional coding tasks.

2.2 Principles of the Coding Method

The principle on which the coding method is based, is that occupation 
codes are assigned primarily on the basis of information supplied in 
response to questions, about the title of the occupation and the tasks 
pe''ormed by the respondent in that occupation. The only other
res^ mses used in coding to ASCO at the unit group level are responses 
Io industry and employer questions and these may only be used to code 
to specific Index entries. Information about industry and employer is 
only used in those cases where research has shown that this 
information, together with that provided by title, provides a reliable 
indication of the nature of the tasks performed. Responses to questions 
on occupation status, qualifications or income, are not required to code 
to ASCO.

Information about occupation title is accorded a primary role in the 
coding method. Such information is used to access the Coding Index 
entries and to make an initial selection of possible matching entries. The 
coding procedures specify how, in the absence of title information, 
coders may impute an occupation title from the task response.

In each Index entry the occupation title is separated from task and other 
information, as coders are expected to look for an exact match between 
the title response and the title portion of the entry. Under certain
prescribed circumstances, extraneous words in the title response may 
be ignored in order to effect a match with an occupation title in the 
Index. The additional task, industry or employer information prescribed 
in the Index entry is only required to be matched closely by the 
information in the response.

The requirement that the title component of the Index entry must be 
matched exactly with the words in the title response is a fundamental 
principle of the coding procedures. The results of extensive research 
into the meaning attached to commonly used occupation titles have 
been incorporated into the Index. The exact match requirement
effectively removes from the coders' discretion that part of the coding 
process which relies on their having considerable specialised expertise 
and which is thus a primary cause of inconsistent coding.

Specific Index entries have been constructed to deal with responses to 
the title question which are not considered occupation titles but which 
are nevertheless commonly given by respondents. Such index entries do 
not assign a code but provide further instructions to the coder.

Specific Index entries have also been constructed to deal with records 
which contain a vague title and insufficient task or other information for 
accurate coding al the unit group level. These are coded to higher 
levels of the structure (minor or major group), rather than incorrectly Io a 
'not elsewhere classified' unit group. The not elsewhere classified' unit 
groups in ASCO are reserved strictly for occupation titles which are quite 
specific, but which occur too infrequently to be aggregated into positively 
defined unit groups (see page 21 of the ASCO (First Edition): Statistical 
Classification (ABS Catalogue No. 1222.0).

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2.3 The Coding Index The Coding Index

The ASCO Coding Index was constructed initially from an analysis of 
approximately 150,000 responses obtained in censuses and surveys 
conducted by the ABS. Since its initial construction the Index has been 
extended and modified as a result of the implementation of ASCO in 
ABS collections

Within the constraints imposed by a coding system which requires task 
or other information to be included in the index entry along with the 
occupation title, the Index is designed so that the total number of entries
can be kept to a minimum This ensures efficient coding without 
prejudice to the quality of the statistics. This is achieved through three 
organising principles:

• each occupation title is indexed under a single 'basic' word and 
not multi-listed for each keyword; for example, the occupation 
title Insurance Clerk' is only listed under the basic word 'clerk', 
and not 'insurance';

■ the occupation title component of the Index entry contains only 
those words which must be found in the title response, and does 
not include any extraneous words; and

• sets of entries are listed under the most commonly used title and 
are not repealed lor each alternative title. The alternative titles 
are included with an instruction referring the coder to the most 
commonly used title. For example, all clerical occupations are 
listed only under the basic word clerk'. To code a 'Clerical 
Assistant' performing 'clerical tasks', the coder is referred to the 
basic word 'clerk'.

2.4 Query Resolution Query Resolution

The second stage of the coding strategy is applied to those responses 
not codable by using the Coding Index in accordance with the coding 
procedures. Responses not codable in the first stage include omissions 
from the Coding Index, responses in a form which cannot be processed 
using the coding procedures, or responses that do not contain enough 
information.

The general approach in such cases is to progressively introduce 
greater discretion in interpreting the meaning of the responses and in 
determining the appropriate codes. The use of greater discretion by staff 
is facilitated by their understanding of the first line coding procedures 
their knowledge of the classification itself and their use of the Coding 
Index: Numerical Order and ASCO (First Edition): Statistical 
Classification.

This approach is outlined in Part Five, the Query Resolution Guide. In 
addition, the Query Resolution Guide provides specific guidelines which 
have been developed to deal with particular problem areas identified 
through ABS implementation of the Coding System.

3. REQUIRED DATA ITEMS

As the result of a significant question design and testing programme 
conducted by the ABS, it was established that information on occupation 
title, main tasks or duties and industry or employer was required for 
accurate coding to the unit group level of ASCO.

The question wording to obtain the best quality data to facilitate accurate 
and efficient coding to the unit group level is as follows:

In the main job held last week, what was the person's 
occupation?

Give full title.

For example. Accounts Clerk, Civil Engineer, Draftsman, Fast 
Foods Cook, Floor Tiler, Extruding Machine Operator.

For public servants, slate official designation as well as occupation.

For armed services personnel, stale rank as well as occupation.

What are the main tasks that the person himself/herself 
usually perlorms In that occupation?

Describe as fully as possible.

For example, recording accounts, preparing drawings for dam 
construction, cooking hamburgers and chips, fixing cork tiles, 
operating plastic extruding machine.

For the main job held last week, what was the employer's 
trading name?

For self-employed persons, print name of business.

For government employees, print full name of Department and 
Division, Branch or Section.

For teachers, print name of school.

What kind ol industry, business or service is carriod out by 
that employer?

Describe as fully as possible, using two words or more, for 
example, dairy farming, footwear manufacturing.

These questions and the associated prompts were developed for the 
Census of Population and Housing and are recommended lor all survey 
forms for self completion.

1-6 ASCO Coding System (Unit Group Level)
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If data are collected by personal or telephone interview, care should be 
taken to ensure that information on both title and tasks is collected. The 
questions shown on the previous page are recommended for this 
purpose. Interviewers should have some familiarity with the ASCO 
Coding System, to enable them to gauge whether the information 
offered by a respondent is sufficient to assign an ASCO code, or 
whether further probing is necessary.

4. CODE CONVENTIONS

The ASCO unit group level code is a four digit code, which is structured 
so that:

• the first digit indicates the major group;

• the first two digits together indicate the minor group; and

• the four digits indicate the unit group.

Supplementary codes are allocated to certain classes of responses in 
statistical collections. The codes are of three types - the code 0000, 
codes commencing with '9', and those ending in two or three zeros.

The code 0000 can be assigned to 'inadequately described’ responses; 
that is, those which do not provide sufficient information of the type 
needed to allow coding to any level of the classification.

Codes commencing with ‘9’ can be allocated to 'out of scope’ responses; 
that is, those which are not regarded as referring to occupations within 
the current definition of the labour force (as defined by the Internaitonal 
Labour Office).

An entire range of codes commencing with '9’ can be developed to 
disaggregate the different type of 'out of scope' responses for coding 
purposes. For example, responses such as 'housewife', 'pensioner' and 
'student' can be separately identified by the use of particular codes 
commencing with '9'.

Codes ending in two or three zeros are allocated to responses which do 
not provide sufficient detail to allow coding to the Unit Group level of the 
classification, but which do provide enough information to be coded to a 
higher level of the classification. Such responses are coded to either the 
minor group level, in which case they are allocated a code ending in two 
zeros, or the major group, in which case they are allocated a code 
ending in three zeros.

Some of these codes appear in the Coding Index and may therefore be 
applied using the standard coding method. The Query Resolution Guide 
also provides guidance on the application of codes ending in two or 
three zeros.

It should be noted that, in ASCO, the residual unit groups and their 
codes (ending in ‘99’) are strictly reserved for known occupations which 
belong to the same minor group but are not sufficiently similar to form a 
positively defined unit group. These residual categories are not to be 
used to code responses which are inadequately described or 
ambiguous.

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5. STAFFING REQUIREMENTS STAFFING 
REQUIREMENTS

The two stage coding strategy can be most efficiently applied with two 
groups of staff: coders and coding supervisors. Coders are not required 
to know or understand the classification itself, but must be capable of 
following explicit and somewhat complex instructions. Coding
supervisors are required to have a complete knowledge of the coding 
procedures, a good understanding of the classification and the capacity 
to make interpretive judgements.

However, this division of staff may not be feasible for all collections and 
survey operations and it may be necessary to have the same staff 
perform both functions. Using coders to carry out their own query 
resolution introduces the possibility of not only reducing the accuracy 
and consistency of query resolution, but also affecting the quality and 
output of the first-line coding process. In this case, query resolution 
should still be undertaken separately from the first-line coding process, 
preferably with coders resolving queries which they themselves have not 
raised.

As a guide to the number of staff required for implementation, 
experience suggests that between 90 and 120 occupation responses 
can be processed per hour by the first line coding procedures. This 
figure should be treated as a guide only, because the actual coding rate 
can be affected by a number of factors extrinsic to the coding system, 
such as the readability of the form, the form handling procedures and 
the experience of the coders.

In a large scale coding environment the usual ratio of coding supervisors 
to coders is approximately 1:10.

6. USING THE CODING SYSTEM DOCUMENTS

The manual version of the ASCO Coding System (Unit Group Level) 

comprises the following parts:

• the ASCO Coding Index, sorted in alphabetical order, presents fixed 
format entries based on commonly recurring responses to occupation 
questions, and specifies the information needed to allocate specific 

codes;

• a Training Guide which presents the ASCO coding procedures in 
increasing order of complexity by explanation and example and 
which provides the opportunity for practice coding and self-corrective 
feedback;

• a Reference Guide which provides coders who have already been 
trained in ASCO coding with a quick reference document on coding 
procedures;

• a Query Resolution Guide which provides methods for resolving that 
minority of cases not codable using the coding procedures; and

• a Coding Index with the entries arranged in numerical order {ASCO 
Coding Index: Numerical Order} for use in conjunction with the query 
resolution procedures.

In addition to these elements which are pirovided in this volume, the 
document, ASCO (First roition): Statistical Classilication (ABS 
Catalogue No. 1222.0), is al'o required for query resolution. This 
publication is available separately from Information Services, ABS, P.O.

INTRODUCTION

This lesson will help you understand some of the basic ideas involved in 
classifying and coding occupations.

It explains the difference between tasks, jobs and occupations and gives 
an overview of the structure ot the Australian Standard Classilication of 
Occupations (ASCO) and the purpose of the ASCO Coding System.

1.1 Tasks, Jobs and Occupations Tasks, Jobs and 
Occupations

Lesson 1 Training Guide

There are 1079 occupations in ASCO, covering all jobs in the 
Australian workforce. These occupations are classified into 282 unit 
groups which are classified into 52 minor groups and these, in turn, 
into 8 major groups.

The occupation, Heavy Truck Driver, for example, belongs to the unit 
group, Truck Drivers. Occupations in this unit group have very similar 
tasks to other transport drivers and so belong to the minor group. Road 
and Rail Transport Drivers. This minor group belongs to the major group, 
Plant and Machine Operators, and Drivers. Occupations in this major 
group are classified together because the skills needed to operate plant, 
machinery and vehicles are broadly similar.

Each group in the classification is identified by a code number. Major 
groups have a one-digit code. Minor groups have a two-digit code, the 
first digit of which indicates the major group to which they belong. Unit 
groups have a four-digit code, the first two digits of which indicate the 
minor group to which they belong. Occupationshave a six-digit code, the 
first four digits of which indicate the unit group to which they belong

1.3 The Purpose of the ASCO Coding System

The coding system described in this manual enables you to code 
occupation data to the unit group (4-digit) level ol ASCO.

Each of the 282 unit groups in ASCO has an official title (eg. Truck 
Drivers, Sales and Marketing Managers, Special Education Teachers, 
Glass Tradespersons. Garbage Collectors). However, people do not 
necessarily use these official titles on forms or questionnaires and, in 
fact, give a much greater number of titles than 282 in response to the 
occupation question.

The ASCO Coding System is designed to assign the correct code when 
the main piece of information available on the record (ie. form or 
questionnaire) is a title in everyday use.

The System consists of an ASCO Coding Index and a set of rules and 
instructions. The Coding Index contains an alphabetical list of 
occupation titles in everyday use, together with their appropriate codes

To obtain the correct ASCO code, it is necessary to search the index for 
an occupation title which matches exactly the title given by the 
respondent. The index contains over 5,000 entries (derived from 
responses to census and survey questions on occupation) and is 
regularly updated as new titles in everyday use are discovered or 
evolve.
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Where a title is too vague lor accurate coding, it is followed by a 
supplementary description. This description usually indicates the main 
tasks performed in the occupation to which the code applies. 
Occasionally the supplementary description contains industry-type 
information.

The Coding Index is structured so that each entry indicates the 
minimum information needed to assign a code. In some cases this will 
be a one-word title (eg truckle). In other cases much more information is 
needed (eg Manager, Transport Company/ driving true,.). The title given 
by the respondent is, however, the key to accurate coding.

The System has been designed so that you, the coder, can use it to 
make the same coding decision about a respondent's occupation as a 
person with expert knowledge of the classification. All you have to do is 
look up the occupation title in the Coding Index and follow a few simple 
rules.

1.4 Information Needed for Coding to Unit Group Level Information Needed

To code records to the unit group level of ASCO, it is recommended that 
four data items are used:

• occupation title;
• main task or duties usually performed;
• kind of industry, business or service; and
• name and address of employer.

These data items are derived from responses to four questions (see 
recommended question wording in the Overview) and are usually 
referred to as:

• Title response;
• Task response;
• Industry response; and
• Employer response.

In many cases you will be able to code the record from the title response 
alone. Often however, you will need to look al the task response. 
Occasionally you will need to look at industry and employer responses.

In occupation coding, the four responses should be considered in the 
order given above. In other words, the title response should carry the 
greatest weight, followed by the task response, the industry response, 
and finally the employer response.

Any other information which may be available (eg. income or 
qualifications) may be misleading and should not be used.

The Look-up Title 2.1.1 Identifying the Look-up Title

The first step is to identify the look-up title for which you will search in 
the ASCO Coding Index.

You will usually find the look-up title in the response to a question of the 
following type:

In many cases the answer to this question is a single word (eg. 
Carpenter). This word becomes the look-up title.

2.1.2 Searching the Coding index

Once you have identified the look-up title, you should search for a 
matching entry title in the Coding Index. The Coding Index: Numerical 
Order is not required for coding the majority of records. You will learn 
how to use this index in Lesson 5.

Using the look-up title Carpenter, for example, you will find a matching 
entry title with the code 4401 in the left hand column.

2.2 No Matching Entry Title In Index No Matching Entry 
Title in Index

When there is no matching entry title in the index you should refer the 
record for query resolution.

A query is a record which cannot be coded using the standard 
procedures described in the Reference Guide. This means that the 
record should be dealt with by someone trained in query resolution, 
using the procedures outlined in the Query Resolution Guide [Part Five 
of this Manual).

You may be required to record details of queries on a specially designed 
form or card. Alternatively, you may be required simply to place the 
forms for query resolution to one side or turn them at an angle in the pile 
of forms.

Here is an example of a record which would become a query:

Title response: Acrobattier

Even though it sounds odd, you should still treat such a title seriously 
and search for it in the Coding Index.

There is no entry title Acrobattier in the index. Although Acrobat is in the 
index, you cannot select this because it is not an exact match for the 
look-up title. We do not know that an acrobattier is the same as an 
acrobat, so the record becomes a query.

Note; Only correctly spelled titles appear in the index. If a title in a 
response is obviously spelt incorrectly, you may deem it to have been 
spelt correctly for the purpose of obtaining a match with an entry title.

For the purpose of ASCO coding, occupation titles have two kinds of 
words:

Basic words
Qualifying words

Occupation titles always contain a basic word and may also contain one 
or more qualifying words.

3.1 Basic Words Basic Words

When the title to be coded contains two or more v/ords, you must first 
identify the basic word. In most cases this is not difficult.

The basic word is the single word (noun) which can stand alone as the 
title of the respondent's occupation.

The basic word is the one-word answer to the question:

What’s your occupation?

Here are some examples with 
the basic word in capitals:

Qualifying Words 3.2 Qualifying Words

Qualifying words are those words in a title which provide a more specific 
idea of the occupation by qualifying the basic word. Qualifying words 
provide a clearer idea of the type of clerk, operator, driver, etc.

Once you have identified the basic word you can ask:

What sort of a.... are you?

For example:

What sort of a surgeon are you ? 
Tm a brain surgeon

Hence Brain is a qualifying word in the title Brain Surgeon.

In the following examples the qualifying words are shown in capitals:

MACHINE Operator 
Manager - FRUIT SHOP 
BUS Driver
TIMBER YARD Labourer

3.3 Look-up Titles and Entry Titles Look-up Titles 
and Entry Titles

The first task in coding titles with two or more words is to create the 
look-up title for which you will search in the Coding Index.

The look-up title is created by sorting the words in the title response into 
the order used in the index entry, as follows:

Basic Word, Qualifying Word(s).

That component of the index entry which comprises the basic word and 
the qualifying words is known as the entry title.

Once you have created the look-up title, you should search the index, 
under the basic word, for a matching entry title.

All entry titles are indexed under the basic word. For example, you will 
find over 120 entries under the basic word Clerk. Some of these entries 
are listed on the following page;

In all cases, the qualifying word(s) appears after the basic word and is 
separated from it by a comma. There are some more difficult cases that 
require that the look-up title be created by other methods from the one 
described in this section. These methods are covered in a later lesson.

Exact Matching 3.4 Exact Matching of Entry Titles with Look-up Titles

In order to code a record to an index entry, you must have an exact 
match between the entry title and the look-up title. This means that all 
the words in the entry title must be present in the look-up title.

Here are some typical title responses for which you can create a look-up 
title and find a matching entry title and code.

Example 1

Title response: Automotive Electrician

In this case, the look-up title is Electrician, Automotive.

The entry title Electrician, Automotive is an exact match so you may 
select the associated code (4305).

Example 2

Title response: Water Treatment Plant Operator

In this case there are a few more qualifying words to consider. The look­
up title becomes Operator, Water Treatment Plant.

If you search the index under Operator, you will find the entry title 
Operator, Water Treatment P/arrf which is an exact match for the look-up 
title; so you may select the associated code (7399).

Note: although the qualifying words in the entry title must all be present 
in the look-up title, they do not have to appear in the same order.

Thus, in the above example, you would still have an exact match with 
the entry title if you had created the look-up title Operator, Plant Water 
Treatment.

It is sometimes necessary, therefore, to search for entry titles with the 
qualifying words in a different order from that which appears in the look­
up title first created.

3.5 Extraneous Qualifying Words Extraneous Words

In the examples looked at so far, all the qualifying words in the look-up 
title have been present in the entry title.

However, it is possible to have an exact match when the look-up title 
contains additional qualifying words which do not appear in the entry 
title. In many such cases the additional qualifying words are 
unnecessary for determining the correct unit group code These are 
referred to as extraneous qualifying words.

Here are some examples of exact matches where the look-up title 
contains additional qualifying words.

Example i

Title response: First class welder

In this case the look-up title is Welder, First Class The entry title Welder 
should be selected even though it contains no qualifying words. This 
match is permitted because there are no other entries under Welder 
containing any of the qualifying words given in the title response.

Example 2

Title response: Optical Lens Grinder

Here the look-up title is Grinder. Optical Lens The index entries under 
the basic word Grinder are:

4999
4999

Grinder, Precision/ glass

Grinder, Saw

You will see that all these entries contain one qualifying word. Two 
entries additionally contain a supplementary description. This follows the
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Always Extraneous 
Words

entry title and is separated from it by a slash [/]. Entries with 
supplementary descriptions are dealt with in the next lesson.

Since optical lens does not appear in any entry title, you need to look for 
an entry title containing one of these qualifying words. You may select 
Grinder, Optical even though there is an extra word in the look-up title. 
As in Example 1, you have an exact match because all the words In 
the entry title are present in the look-up title.

Example 3

Title response: Chief Studio Hand

Here the look-up title is Hand, Chief Studio. Again there is no entry 
under the basic word which contains both qualifying words. There is, 
however, an entry title Hand, Studio (code 8999) which you may select.

Remember; you have an exact match if the basic word and all the 
qualifying words In the entry title are present in the look-up title.

Any qualifying words in the look-up title which you do not need to obtain 
a match with an entry title are called extraneous words.

Generally, you should select the entry title which includes the most 
words from the look-up title.

For example, the look-up title Surveyor, Health should be matched with 
the entry title Surveyor, Health, not Surveyor.

Likewise the look-up title Surveyor, Public Health should be matched 
with the entry title Surveyor, Health since there is no entry title which 
contains both qualifying words.

Note: Some qualifying words given by respondents are always 
extraneous in coding to the unit group level of ASCO. These are listed 
in 3.5.1 below. For the significance of underlined supplementary 
information, see the discussion in 4.3.

3.5.1 Qualifying Words Which Are Always Extraneous

Some words, when given as qualifying words, are always extraneous. 
These are mostly concerned with occupational status or with the fact 
that the tasks of an occupation are still being learned.

A list of words which are always extraneous, though frequently used by 
respondents, is given below:

Acting 
Apprentice 
Cadet 
Casual 
Contract 
Head 
Junior 
Part-time

Permanent 
Principal 
Professional 
Qualified 
Relief 
Relieving 
Seasonal 
Self-employed

Skilled 
Student 
Temporary 
Trained 
Trainee 
Unqualified 
Unskilled 
Volunteer
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The words in the always extraneous word list are never used in the 
index as qualifying words so you do not need to include them in the look­
up title.

For example:

Title Response
Relief teacher
Trainee locomotive driver
Junior sales clerk

Only qualifying words in the list above may be ignored. All other words 
which indicate learning or status (eg. chief) should be included in the 
look-up title.

3.5.2 Other Extraneous Words In the Title Response Other Extraneous 
Words

Sometimes other words in the title response do not need to be included 
in the look-up title because they are either:

• single prepositions, such as of, in or for, which contain no 
additional information about the occupation, or

• phrases which give additional information but which cannot 
appear as qualifying words in an entry title due to their 
grammatical construction. Such phrases usually commence with 
a preposition.

Although it usually does no harm to include such words or phrases in the 
look-up title, it will save time if they are recognised as extraneous and 
excluded from the outset. Here are some examples in which the 
extraneous word or phrase is underlined:

Title Response
Teacher in a deaf school 
Maker of hats

Look-up title
Teacher
Maker, Hat

Note: Although prepositions are often extraneous, they are sometimes 
legitimate in look-up titles. For example, in the title Clerk of Courts the 
word of cannot be deleted without loss of meaning. Hence the entry title 
appears in the index as Cferk, Courts, of.

However, this type of entry title, which contains two commas and ends 
with a preposition, is rare.

Caution: If you are unsure whether a word or phrase really belongs in 
the look-up title, it is better to include it. If it is extraneous, you will find 
this out when you search for a matching entry title.
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Of course, a word or phrase in the title response which is not part of the 
entry title may still be useful in assigning the correct code. It may, for 
example, provide information about the tasks performed or the industry 
worked in; such information is often useful in matching a supplementary 
description. You will learn the rules for matching supplementary 
descriptions in Lesson 4.

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3.6 Titles Containing Assistant Assistant

The word assistant occurs frequently in title responses both as a basic 
word (Baker's Assistant) and as a qualifying word (Assistant Baker).

When assistant is used as a qualifying word, it usually indicates a 
person's status in an occupation; hence it is often extraneous for the 
purpose of matching an entry title.

For example, the look-up title Baker, Assistant must be matched with the 
entry title Baker. The code for this entry is 4703. However, the look-up 
title Assistant, Baker's matches the entry title Assistant, Baker's and has 
a different code (8101). The two titles are coded to different unit groups 
because different tasks are performed.

In creating the look-up title it is important lo recognise whether assistant 
has been given as the basic word or as a qualifying word.

Note: A few entry titles (eg.. Secretary, Assistant) have assistant as a 
qualifying word. In such cases the qualifying word is necessary to 
determine the correct code: therefore assistant cannot always be treated 
as an extraneous word.

4. CASES REQUIRING ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

In the previous lessons you learned how to code when the only 
information required was the occupation title.

The occupation title does not always provide enough information to 
determine the correct ASCO code. In many cases it is necessary to 
match task or industry information in the record with a supplementary 
description in the index entry.

In this lesson you will learn how to deal with those cases for which 
additional task or industry information is required.

Supplementary 
Descriptions

4.1 Entries With Supplementary Descriptions

Some entry titles occur in a number of index entries. For example, the 
title School Assistant is used in respect of seven different occupations in 
which different tasks are performed. Hence each of the seven entnes in 
the block below has a different supplementary description. The 
supplementary description is separated from the entry title by a slash [/].

To 
select any but the last of these entries, you must match the 
supplementary description with task information in the record.

You will normally find task information in the task response. Occasionally 
you will find it in extraneous words or phrases given in the title response.

4.2 Close Matching Task Information

In Lesson 3 we summarised the first three steps in the coding procedure 
as follows:

1. Identify the basic word and each qualifying word to create the 
look-up title.

2. Search under the basic word for a matching entry title.

3. Select the entry title with the most qualifying words from the 
look-up title.
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When the matching entry title has a supplementary descnp ion 
containing task information, another step is required before a code can 

be assigned:

4. Select the supplementary description which closely matches 
task information in the record.

The rules relating to close matching, as opposed to exact rnatching, do 
not require that words in the index entry are identical with the words 
used by the respondent. However, close matching does require that the 
supplementary description and the response are close In meaning.

Since it is clear from the task response that the respondent cleans 
bricks, the first of these entries should be selected.

In the next example, a word in the title response, which was extraneous 
for the purpose of matching the entry title, gives a good idea of the tasks 
performed by the respondent. Although this word does not occur in any 
supplementary description, one description contains a word which is 
very similar in meaning.

Example 2

Title response:

Weather researcher
Developing projections for greenhouse effect

In this case the look-up title is Researcher, Weather. This can only be 
matched with the entry title Researcher. The qualifying word Weather is 
extraneous.

Many index entries appear under Researcher, each with their own 
supplementary description. You should look for a close match by 
searching through the block of entries.

As you do so, you will see that meteorology occurs in one of the 
supplementary descriptions. Since meteorology is the study of weather, 
this description may be selected as a close match.

Sometimes you will have to decide whether a phrase (rather than a 
single word) given by the respondent, means the same as the 
supplementary description.

Example 3

Here the look-up title is Officer, Bank. A large block of index entries 
appears under this title. As you search through these entries, you will 
see that two ot the supplementary descriptions mention preparing 
documents'.

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While either of these entries could apply to the respondent, there is no 
evidence in the record that either mortgage or legal documents are 
being prepared. The respondent could almost as easily be a typist, an 
accountant or something not mentioned in the block of entries. This 
record, therefore, should be referred for query resolution.

4.2.2 When Task Information Belongs to a Broader Category 
Defined by the Supplementary Description

Tasks Belonging to 
a Broader Category

Here we are concerned with tasks performed by the respondent which 
belong to a broader category of tasks described in the supplementary 
description.

Example 1

Preparing X-ray plates for hospital

You will find many index entries under Officer, Technical. Look carefully 
at each supplementary description to see if it closely matches task 
information in the record.

None of these supplementary descriptions has precisely the same 
meaning as the task response though one indicates that the tasks 
performed are medical. Clearly preparing X-ray plates for a hospital is a 
medical task which belongs to the broader category defined in the 
supplementary description; therefore you would select:

You have an exact match with the second entry title. Since iron and zinc 
are types of mineral ore, you have a close match on task and should 
select that entry.

Here the look-up title you would create is Cutter. The words for fashion 
designer are extraneous. You will find many index entries under Cutter. 
Most have a qualifying word so you cannot select these.

At the bottom of the list, however, you will find a few entries containing 
the one-word title Cutter followed by a supplementary description.
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Examine each of these entries to see if the supplementary description 
matches the task information given by the respondent.

The entry Cutter/garment provides a close match for the task response. 
Since shirts are a type of garment, the respondent's task clearly belongs 
to the broader category defined in the supplementary description.

Note: If the record above had no task response, you would still have a 
close match with the entry Cutter/ garment because the extraneous 
phrase in the title response indicates the type of tasks performed.

4.3 Close Matching Industry Information

When text in the supplementary description is underlined you may use 
industry and employer responses, as well as title and task responses, 
to obtain a close match.

Underlined text, therefore, may be matched with any of the following:

• industry response;
• employer response;
• task response; and
• extraneous words or phrases in the title response (ie. words or 

phrases not used in matching the entry title).
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The procedure lor matching underlined text is the same as for matching 
any supplementary description. The underlined words do not have to be 
identical with the words in the response. However, the words in the 
response should either mean the same as the underlined text or should 
belong to the category defined by the underlined text.

Caution: Industry and employer responses should never be used for 
matching text which is not underlined. Although research has shown that 
industry information is sometimes useful in determining the correct code, 
it will often produce the wrong code if used indiscriminately.

If industry information appears to contradict information provided in the 
title or task response, the industry information should not be used.

4.4 Entries with Two or More Supplementary Descriptions

Some index entries have two (or occasionally more) supplementary 
descriptions, each of which must be matched with additional information 
in the record.

In these entries each supplementary description after the first is 
preceded by a semi-colon [;]. The first description is preceded, as usual, 
by a slash [/].

Here are two index entries of this type;

Manager, Branch/ insurance office: selling
Manager, Branch/ insurance office: supervising staff, administration

To match a record with either of these entries, you must have an exact 
match on title and a close match on two pieces of supplementary 
information.

In each case, you must have evidence that the respondent works in an 
insurance office. This evidence can be obtained from the title, task, 
industry or employer response.

Additionally, to match the first entry, you must have task information 
that matches selling. This evidence can only be obtained from the title or 
task response.

Likewise to match the second entry, you must have evidence that the 
respondent's tasks fit into the broader category of supervising staff or 
administration.

Note: This last supplementary description is used throughout the Coding 
Index to refer to a broad class of tasks which may be loosely described 
as managerial. Managerial tasks are extremely difficult to define in the 
few words permitted in an index entry. However, supervision of staff and
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administration are amongst the most commonly mentioned tasks 
performed by managers. Other managerial tasks sometimes mentioned 
by respondents include managing, operating or running the business. All 
such responses may be regarded as a close match for the 
supplementary description supervising staff, administration.

4.5 Single Basic Word Without a Match Single Basic Word 
Without a Match

In Lesson 3 you learned that all words in the entry title you select must 
be present in the look-up title. There is, however, one situation in which 
this rule is waived, as you will now learn.

Sometimes the look-up title consists of a single basic word. Even when 
this basic word is found in the index, there may be no matching entry, 
because:

• there is no entry without qualifying words, or

• the entries without qualifying words have supplementary 
descriptions which do not match the additional information in the 
record

Since there is no matching entry, you are permitted to search under the 
basic word for a qualifying word which closely matches the 
respondent's tasks. If the qualifying word is underlined, you may also 
look for close matching information in the industry and employer 
responses.

In each of the next two examples, a one-word look-up title is created. 
The look-up title can be matched with an entry title containing a 
qualifying word because the qualifying word closely matches task 
information in the record.

Example 1

Title response: 
Task response:

Cutter
Cutting slate for tiles

Here the look-up title is Cutter. Although this one-word title occurs in a 
few index entries, none has a supplementary description which matches 
the task information in the record.

However, many index entries under Cutter have a qualifying word. Look 
through all the entries for a qualifying word which closely matches task 
information in the record. You will find the following entry:

7419 Cutter, Stone

Because slate is a kind of stone, you may select this entry. The 
qualifying word defines the wider category to which the material 
described in the task response belongs. Since the qualifying word is 
underlined, you would also be permitted to search industry and employer 
responses for close matching information.
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Example 2

Again none of the supplementary descriptions associated with the one- 
word entry title is a suitable match. However, the task response closely 
matches the qualifying word in the following entry:

5301 Clerk, Budget

Remember; This sort of matching is only allowed when the look-up title 
consists of a single basic word. The same entry could not be used to 
match the following record:

4.6 Summary Summary

Additional information is required for coding when two or more 
occupations have the same title. In such cases, you must look for a 
supplementary description which matches additional information in the 
record.

Usually you will find this additional information in the task response. 
Occasionally you will find it in the title response.

You may obtain additional information from the industry or employer 
response but only if the supplementary description is underlined.
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You should not select an entry with a supplementary description unless 
that description closely matches additional information in the record.

For a close match the words in the response do not have to be exactly 
the same as the words in the supplementary description. However, the 
words in the response must either;

* mean the same as the words in the supplementary description: 
or

« refer to something belonging to a broader category defined 
by the words in the supplementary description.

Exceptionally, where the look-up title consists of a single basic word and 
there is no matching index entry, you may use task (or sometimes 
industry) information to match qualifying words in the entry title.

In general, you should not use industry or employer responses for 
matching any part of an index entry unless that part of the entry is 
underlined.

III this lesson you will learn about common abbreviations used in the 
index, the use of some special index entries, and the purpose of the 
ASCO Coding Index: Numerical Order.

Sometimes 
these abbreviations occur in records with full stops (eg. T.A.B.) and 
sometimes without, tn the index, the full stops are usually left out.

The acronym NAI is used throughout the Coding Index to mean No 
Additional Information. The use of entries containing NAI is explained in 
5.2.2 below.

Default Entries 5.2 Default Entries

The Coding Index contains many large blocks of entries. A block is a 
group of entries each with the same entry title but a different 
supplementary description.

Some blocks include a default entry that contains the phrase except 
above or the acronym NAI in the supplementary description field.

In this section, you will learn how to select a default entry when you have 
an exact match with an entry title but can find no supplementary 
description which matches the additional information in the record.
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5.2.1 Except Above Entries Except Above

In many blocks the phrase except above appears in the supplementary 
description field of the last entry. This entry is selected when no other 
entry in the block can be matched with the additional information in the 
record.

Here is a fairly small block of entries with task information in the 
supplementary description field. You will see that the last entry in the 
block is an except above entry.

Officer, Mail/ delivery
Officer, Mail/ sorting 
Officer, Mail/ except above

The except above entry is required (or the following records:

Example 1

The supplementary descriptions delivery and sorting do not match the 
task information in this record. The except above entry must therefore 
be selected.

In general, when selecting an except above entry, you must be sure that 
a match with another entry from the same block is not possible. If the 
meaning of task or industry information in the record is not clear, you 
should not choose the default entry. Instead you should refer the record 
for query resolution.

Again, you should not choose the except above entry when you do not 
know how to interpret a supplementary description. In such a case, you 
should ask your supervisor to explain its meaning.

5.2.2 NAI Entries NAI Entries

Some blocks include a default entry containing NAIin the supplementary 
description field. This acronym, meaning Na Additional Information, is 
always followed by a phrase in brackets specifying the type of 
information which you must look for in the record.
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Two examples of such NAI entries are:

Clerk, Claims/ NAI (about type ol claims) 
Driver/ NAI (about type of vehicle)

For the same reason, you cannot select selling or serving.
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In this case you canrxjt select the NAI entry because there is some 
information about the person's tasks. Although there is no direct mention 
of supervising staff or administration in the person’s record, you can 
select Manager, Service Station/ supervising staff, administration 
because the supplementary description broadly covers the tasks
described by the respondent. Remember that this supplementary
description covers a broad range of managerial tasks including 
supervision of staff, administration and managing, operating or running a 
business, company or department.

When a record contains information of the type specified in the NAI entry 
but you cannot match that information with any supplementary 
description, you should refer the record for query resolution.

Proscribed Tasks 5.4 Entries Proscribing Specific Tasks or Activities

Some supplementary descriptions use the words not or except in 
describing certain proscribed tasks or activities (ie. tasks or activities 
which should not be performed).

For example:

Assistant, Sales/ shelf or fridge filling not selling or serving 
Labourer, Construction/ paving except concreting

These entries may not be selected when there is mention of the 
proscribed task in the title or task response.

To select the first of these entries, therefore, not only must shelf or fridge 
filling be mentioned as a task but there must be no mention of selling or 
serving (or of task words that mean the same).

Similarly, to select the second entry, some type of paving should be 
mentioned as a task but there should be no mention of concreting. You 
would select this entry if you had a record of the following type:

Sometimes the proscribed activity is Industry rather than task related 
This means that you must check the industry and employer responses, 
as well as the title and task responses, to ensure that there is no 
mention of the proscribed activity. In such a case the proscribed activity 
is underlined, as in the examples below:

Operator, Blender/ chemicals except explosives, oil or glue 
Polisher/ stone except gemstone

Occasionally respondents give two or more tasks, one of which is 
mentioned as a proscribed task in the block of matching entry titles.

Directive Entries 5.5 Directive Entries

Directives appear at the end of some index entries and contain special 
instructions to the coder.

There are Iwo types of directive in the index:

• Code to...[another basic word or entry title]; and 

• Disregard [the] Titie.

Directives may appear after an entry title or after a supplementary 
description. They are always preceded by a colon [:].

Whenever you find a directive in an index entry, you will see up to four 
question marks in the code field, indicating that some or all of the four­
digit code is unknown.

Code to... 5.5.1 Code to ...[another basic word or entry title]

To keep the total number of index entries to a minimum, certain entries 
instruct you to look for a code elsewhere in the index.

These entries can be recognised by the phrase Code to.... This is 
always followed by a basic word or entry title which you must use to 
create a new look-up title.

Here are some typical Code to.... entries:

Worker, Canteen: Code to Assistant, Canteen 
Operator, Snack Bar: Code to Manager, Shop 
Assistant, Office: Code to Clerk
Manager, Grocery/ supermarket: Code to Assistant, Sales 
Manager, Grocery/ except above: Code to Manager, Shop

When creating the new look-up title you should include any qualifying 
words which were extraneous for the purpose of matching the first entry
title. (This, of course, 
always extraneous}.

This entry, however, has four question marks in the code field and a 
Code to .... directive. This directive requires you to create a new look-up 
title by replacing the words in the matching entry title. Assistant, 
Technical, with the basic word Technician.

Using the original extraneous qualifying word, you can create a new 
look-up title Technician, Forestry. You will find a matching entry with the 
code 3103.

Here you have an exact match with the entry title Labourer, Council 
which appears in several index entries. Digging trenches or operating a 
backhoe is not mentioned in any of the supplementary descriptions.

Labourer, Council/ driving or operating machinery or plant: Code to 
Operator

The directive in this entry requires you to create a new look-up title by 
replacing the entry title Labourer, Councilwlh the basic word Operator.

In this case there are no qualifying words to include in the new look-up 
title. Therefore you should try to match the task response with qualifying 
words which appear under Operator in the index.

The index contains a large number of entries under Operator. If you 
search through the entries, you will soon find Operator, Backhoe. This 
entry has a four-digit code which you can assign to the record.
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Disregard Title 5.5.2 Disregard Title

This directive means that the entry title you have selected does not 
provide any useful information about the respondent's occupation and 
you must try to create a new look-up title. There are a number of 
procedures you cari use to create a new look-up title.

First you must check to see if a second look-up title has been given in 
the title or task response.

You cannot select the first of these entries because the tasks specified 
in the record are not managerial (remember that managerial tasks 
include supervision ot staff, administration and managing, operating or 
running a business, company or department). However, you can select 
the except above entry.

Since this entry instructs you to Disregard [the] Title, you must create a 
new look-up title. In this case you should use the second title, Instructor, 
given in the title response. You will find the following matching entry:

Instructor/ defence forces

Caution: You should never use information from the industry or 
employer response to create a new look-up title.

If you are instructed to disregard a title and the record does not contain 
a second title, you should try to create a look-up title from task 
information You will learn how to do this in Lesson 6.

5.6 The Numeric index Numeric index

The ASCO Coding Index: Numerical Order (usually known as the 
Numeric Index) is designed to help you accept or reject entries with a 
supplementary description when you are unsure of the closeness of the 
match.

This index contains the same entries as the ASCO Coding Index but 
groups them in the numeric il order of their codes rather than 
alphabetically.

The Numeric Index can help you decide whether a code is appropriate 
for a particular record by allowing you to see all the entries which bear 
the same code.

Note. This index should not be used to accept or reject codes ending in 
99 as these codes apply to residual categories in ASCO which are less 
consistent in their make-up.

Here is a record for 
correct code:

Title response:
Task response:

which the Numeric Index can help confirm the

Technical Officer
Analysing blood samples in pathology 
laboratory

Using your ASCO Coding Index in the usual way, you will find that none 
of the supplementary descriptions under Officer, Technical mentions 
blood or pathology. Several entries, however, contain descriptions which 
look fairly close in meaning.
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For example:

3101 Officer, Tech nical/ medical
3103 Officer, Technical/science

Since we are unsure of the closeness of the match we must check the 
other index entries coded to 3101 and 3103.

First search the Numeric Index tor entries listed under code 3103. All 
these entries have the same code as Officer, Technical/ science. Some 
have other basic words (eg.. Technician, Technologist) which are similar 
in meaning to Technical Officer. However, none contains any information 
which is specifically related to pathology or analysing blood samples. So 
we can reject the code 3103.

Now look in the Numeric Index under code 3101. All entries with the 
same code as Officer, Technical/ medical are listed here. You will see 
that Technician, Pathology appears in this list. This entry confirms our 
view that pathology belongs to the broader field of knowledge defined by 
the word medical. You can select Officer, Technical/ medical as a 
matching entry and assign code 3101 to the record.

Summary 5.7 Summary

Except above is a default entry which should be selected when:

• the look-up title matches the entry title; and

• additional information in the record does not match any of the 
other supplementary descriptions in the block of entries.

The NAt entry is a default entry which should be selected when:

• the look-up title matches the entry title; and

• the record does not contain any information of the type specified 
in the NAI statement.

Some default entries contain two or more supplementary descriptions. 
To select such an entry, you must ensure that any supplementary 
descriptions in the default entry, which precede the NAI or except above 
statement, are closely matched by additional information in the record.

When the NAI or except above statement is underlined, you must check 
the industry and employer responses, as well as the title and task 
responses, for matching information.

Proscribed tasks or activities are mentioned in some supplementary 
descriptions. These descriptions can be recognised by the fact that they 
contain the word not or except. You should select these entries only if 
there is no mention in the record ot the proscribed task or activity.
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Directives appear at the end of some index entries after a colon.

1. The Code to... directive requires you to create a new look-up 
title incorporating the basic word or entry title given in the 
directive.

2. The directive Disregard Tine means that the entry title does not 
provide any useful information about the respondent’s 
occupation. You should look for a second title in the record or 
create a new look-up title from task information (see Lesson 6).

The ASCO Coding Index: Numerical Order helps you to find the correct 
code for a record when you are not sure whether the additional 
information matches a particular supplementary description. You may 
use the Numeric Index to view all index entries with the same code as 
the entry you are considering as a possible match for the record.

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6. DIFFICULT AND UNUSUAL CASES DIFFICULT AND 
UNUSUAL CASES

Identifying the look-up title is the first step in coding. In most cases this 
is a simple procedure as most respondents give a proper title in 
response to the title question.

In a few cases, however, it is necessary to create a look-up title using 
different information. This need arises when the title is given in response 
to the task question or when the record contains task but no title 
information.

In this lesson you will learn how to deal with such records and with some 
other unusual cases which require the look-up title to be created by a 
different method.

6.1 Title Given In Task Response Title Given In 
Task Response

Occasionally, a respondent will answer the title question with task 
information, and the task question with title information.

For example:

Title response:
Task response:

Carting soil to building sites 
Truck Driver

In such a case you should create the look-up title from the task
response. In the example above, you would use Driver, Truck as the 
look-up title and treat Carting soil to building sites as additional task 
information

In other cases the title response is left blank or the response contains 
information other than the occupation title or task. However, you may 
find that a genuine title has been given in response to the task question.

For example:

Title response:
Task response:

Ford Factory
Vehicle Spray Painter

Here the title response contains the name of the employer but the 
occupation title is given in response to the task question.

In such cases you should create the look-up title from the task response

Remember: Some occupation titles that sound unusual are, in fact, 
correct. Many of these appear in the Coding Index so you should not 
ignore a title response just because it seems odd.
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It has been shown that the title response is the most reliable piece of 
information in coding to ASCO. Hence you can usually believe titles 
given in response to the title question - even when they do not seem to 
fit very well with task or other information in the record.

Example 1

Title response:
Task response:

Tea-lady
Taking shorthand

In this case there is no reason to look al the task response even though 
it sounds contradictory. We must accept that the respondent is a tea­
lady and assign the code 8919 associated with the matching entry title 
(Lady, Tea}.

Similarly, if a second title is given in the task response, it should not be 
used in preference to one given in the title response unless:

• a matching index entry directs us to Disregard [the] Title given in 
the title response, or

• the basic word in the title response is Foreman, Forewoman or 
Foreperson. (You will learn how to deal with such records in 6.2 
below.)

Example 2

Title response:
Task response:

Miner
Plant Operator

In this case Miner is the appropriate look-up title. The title given in the 
task response, however, is useful additional information.

Supervisory Titles 6.2 Supervisory Titles

Some respondents give one of the following basic words, indicating 
supervisory status, in their occupation title:

Foreman 
Forewoman 
Foreperson

However, a second 
response.

basic word is often given in the title or task

Example 1

Title response:
Task response:

Foreman Carpenter

Example 2

Title response:
Task response:

Forewoman 
Machinist
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In such cases you should not include the supervisory word in the look­
up title. Hence you would create the look-up title Carpenter imm the first 
record above and Machinist from the second.

When the title and task responses do not contain another basic word, 
you should try to create a new look-up title using Supervisor as the 
replacement basic word. Thus you would create the look-up title 
Supervisor, Plumbing from each of the following records:

Example 3

Title response:
Task response:

Plumbing Foreman

Example 4

Title response:
Task response:

Foreman
Plumbing

Note; You cannot code examples 3 & 4 above to Plumber because 
Plumbing is not a basic word.

You will find many index entries under Supervisor. Sometimes, however, 
you will be unable to find a matching entry title because of the very large 
number of supervisory titles in common use.

In such a case you should try to identify the occupation title of the 
workers being supervised since supervisors are coded to the same unit 
group.

If the title of the workers being supervised is identifiable, you would use 
it as the look-up title. II the title is not identifiable, you will need to refer 
the record for query resolution.

Example 5

Title response:
Task response:

Supervisor
In charge of kitchen hands

There is no matching index entry under Supervisor but the title of the 
occupation being supervised is given in the task response. You can 
match this record with the entry title Hand, Kitchen.

6.3 Titles Containing Wife Wife

Some respondents use the phrase ...'s Wife or Wife of... in their title 
response.

For example:

Farmer's Wife 
Plumber's Wife 
Wife of Company Director

For Farmer’s Wife and Wife of Farmer you should create the look-up title 
Farmer.
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For all other cases, if a second title has been provided in the title or task 
response, you should use it as the look-up title.

Example 1

Title response: 
Task response;

Company Director’s Wife/ Telephonist 
Entertaining business executives, answering
telephone

In this case, you would use Telephonist as the look-up title.

If no second title has been provided but the respondent appears to be in 
the paid labour force (or working in a family business), you should treat 
the title as missing and create a new look-up title from task information. 
You will learn how to do this in 6.5 below.

Example 2

Title response:
Task response:

Builder’s Wife
Bookkeeping and typing

Here the respondent has given two tasks from which a multiple title must 
be created. The matching of multiple titles is dealt with in Lessons 7 and 
8.

Example 3

Title response:
Task response:

Wife of Company Director
Housework and looking after the children

In this case the task response indicates that the respondent is not in the 
paid labour force so there is no need to create a look-up title from the 
task information. You should apply one of the special codes 
commencing with ’9’.

Missing Titles 6.4 Missing Titles

Some records do not contain an occupation title. However, in many of 
these cases task information can be used to create a look-up title. You 
will learn how to do this in 6.5 below.

Creating a title from task information is necessary when:

• The title response is blank and the task response contains task 
information: for example:

Title response:
Task response: Teaching secondary school children

• The title response and the task response both contain task 
information; for example:

Title response: Driving truck
Task response: Digging ditches
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In this case task information in the title response should take 
precedence over task information in the task response.

• The title response contains task information and the task 
response is blank; for example;

Title response:
Task response:

Growing crops

• The title response contains information which tells us neither the 
title nor the tasks of the respondent’s occupation and the task 
response contains task information; for example:

Title response:
Task response:

Brown’s Construction Company 
Driving bulldozer

6.5 Creating a Look-up Title from Task Information Creating a 
Look-up Title

If the occupation title is missing from the record, or you have been 
instructed to Disregard [the] Title by a matching index entry, you may 
create a look-up title from task information.

When more than one task has been given, you should try to create one 
look-up title for each distinct task.

Here are the steps you should follow:

1. Identify the task word (often the verb) which is to become the 
basic word in the look-up title.

2. Change the task word to a basic word using one ol the three 
techniques described below.

3. Add any qualifying words given in the task description to 
create a look-up title.

4. Check that the look-up title you have created is consistent with 
all the tasks given i.e. it is the sort of occupation in which those 
tasks would be typical.

5. Search the index in the usual way (or a matching entry title.

If you cannot create a suitable look-up title from task information using 
one of the three approved techniques, you should refer the record for 
query resolution.

6.5.1 Converting Verbs to Basic Words Converting Verbs 
to Basic Words

Some task descriptions contain verbs ending in -s, -ed or -ing which 
describe tasks or duties performed by the respondent.
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For a task description of this type, you should try to convert the verb into 
a basic word by changing the ending of the word.

For example:

Task description
Types documents 
Teaching high school 
Machining metal 
Cleaned school 
Farming 
Plumbing

Look-up Title
Document Typist 
High School Teacher 
Metal Machinist 
School Cleaner 
Farmer 
Plumber

You should be very cautious when making this type ot conversion. The 
title which you create should be the title of an occupation in which the 
tasks specified would be performed, as in the examples above.

If you are not cautious, a totally incorrect occupation title could result. 
For example, creating Banker from Doing the banking- Accountant from 
Accounting for errors in a computer program. Tracer from Tracing faults 
in telephone wires.

If you are in any doubt about the title you have created, refer the record 
for query resolution.

Here is a record which requires you to create a new look-up title by 
changing the verb in the task response:

Title response:
Task response:

Public Servant
Managing Welfare Research Program

In the first instance, you will find a matching entry title Servant, Public 
with the directive Disregard Title.

Now, by changing the task word managing to Manager you can create a 
new look-up title. Manager, Welfare Research Program.

You will find the matching entry title Manager, Research in the index. 
Note that the qualifying words welfare and program are both extraneous.

Creating a Title 
Containing Worker

6.5.2 Creating a Title Containing Worker

Some task descriptions contain the word work.

For example:

farm work 
laundry work 
sheep work 
factory work 
clerical work
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If the task description is of this type, you can create a look-up title by 
changing the task word work to the basic word worker.

From the above you would create the following look-up titles:

Worker, Farm
Worker, Laundry
Worker, Sheep
Worker, Factory
Worker, Clerical

6.5.3 Creating a Title Containing Person Creating a Title 
Containing Person

In other cases you may be able to form an appropriate basic word by 
adding person to the task word.

For example:

Task description
Sales 
Servicing

Look-up Title
Salesperson 
Serviceperson

As a special case, the word selling may also be changed to 
Salesperson.

6.6 Title and Task Information Both Missing Missing Title and 
Task Information

Occasionally, you will find that neither the title question nor the task 
question has been answered. You must refer such a record for query 
resolution.

The query resolver may be able to obtain further information about the 
respondent's occupation. If this is not possible, the record should not be 
given a substantive ASCO code. The code 0000 is usually reserved for 
records which are truly uncodable.

Remember: You should not use information given in response to the 
industry or employer questions lo create the look-up title. In many cases 
this would produce an incorrect code.

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6.7 Summary Summary

If neither title nor task information is given, you should refer the record 
for query resolution.

In most other cases you will be able to create a look-up title from the title 
response. However, you may create a look-up title from the task 
response if:

■ title and task responses have been given in reverse order;

• the title response is blank;

• the title response contains neither title nor task information;

• the look-up title created from the title response has a matching 
index entry with the directive Disregard Title, or

• the only title given contains the basic word Wile (other than in 
Farmer's Wife).

When you create a look-up title from task words, you must use one of 
the following techniques to create the basic word:

• change the verb ending -s, -edor -ing to a noun;

• change work to worker, or

• add person to the task word.

If two or more basic words have been given in the title response (not 
including Foreman, Forewoman or Foreperson), or you have created two 
or more basic words from task information, then you have a multiple title.

Here are some typical multiple titles which you might be required to 
code:

Fitter and Turner 
Courier-Driver 
Storeman-Packer 
Spray Painter/ Panel Beater 
Cook/ Kitchen Hand 
Painter and Decorator 
Plumber and Gasfitter

In this lesson you will learn to create look-up titles from responses of this 
type and the steps required to find the correct code.

Title Pairs 7.1 Title Pairs

Some multiple titles that are frequently used by respondents can be 
found in the index, for example:

Fitter + Turner
Courier + Driver
Hand, Kitchen -i- Cleaner
Painter + Decorator

This type of entry title is referred to as a title pair. The title pa/r consists 
of two basic words, with or without qualifying words, joined by a plus {+) 
sign. Where qualifying words exist, these are placed immediately after 
the basic word to which they refer.

Creating a Title with 
Two Basic Words

7.2 Creating a Look-up Title with Two Basic Words

Sometimes you will be required to create a look-up title containing two 
bask words. The simplest such title consists of two basic words joined 
by a plus (+) sign.

More complex look-up titles will contain qualifying word(s) as well as two 
basic words. In such cases you must place the qualifying words 
immediately after the basic word to which they refer.

Example 1

Title response:
Task response:

House painter and Inferior decorator 
Painting and interior design
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The look-up title in the example is created from the title response House 
painter and Interior decorator. The correct look-up title for this record is 
Painter, House + Decorator, Interior.

Sometimes the look-up title must be created from the task response.

Example 2

Title response:
Task response: Driving and van sales

Here the correct look-up title is Driver + Salesperson, Van.

Example 3

Title response:
Task response:

Public Servant
Assessing tax returns, operating EDP machine

The matching entry title Servant, Public requires you to disregard the 
title and create a new look-up title from task information. The new look­
up title is Assessor, Tax Returns + Operator, EDP Machine.

are given without qualifying words. Here are

Example 1

Since the basic word Clerk appears in this multiple title response without 
qualifying words, it should be excluded from the look-up title. Hence the 
correct look-up title is Typist.

Example 2

Title response:
Task response:

Payroll Clerk-Typist
Typing and general clerical duties
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In this case you cannot ignore the basic word Clerk because it has been 
given with a qualifying word. The correct look-up title for this record, 
therefore, is Clerk, Payroll + Typist.

If the multiple title which you have to code consists entirely of basic 
words from the above list, you should use the basic word which is 
highest in the list as your look-up title. Hence you would create the look­
up title Manager from the title response Manager-Director.

Matching Title with 
a Title Pair

7.4 Matching the Look-up Title with a Title Pair

When you have a look-up title containing two or more basic words, you 
must first search the Coding Index tor a matching title pair.

The normal matching rules apply so you will find that some look-up titles 
contain extraneous qualifying words. Hence the look-up title Painter, 
House + Decorator, Interior should be matched with the title pair Painter 
+ Decorator.

Similarly some title pairs have supplementary descriptions. As usual 
these must be close in meaning to additional task or industry information 
in the record.

When you cannot find a matching title pair, try reversing the order of the 
basic words in the look-up title. For example, you would not find a match 
for the look-up title Packer + Storeman. However, you would find 
Storeman + Packer which should be treated as an exact match.

When there is no matching title pair, you should create two look-up titles 
for the record. You will learn more about this in 7.5 below.

Two or More Non- 
Paired Basic Words

7.5 Two or More Non-Palred Basic Words

Some look up titles containing two basic words cannot be matched with 
a title pair.

For example:

Title response: 
Task response House cleaning and laundry work

You would create the look-up title Cleaner, House + Worker, Laundry 
from this record. However, the index does not contain a matching title 
pair.

In such a case you must create two look-up titles (each containing a 
different basic word), then fry to match each look-up title with a separate 
entry title.
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Thus, in the above example, you would create Cleaner, House as the 
first look-up title and Worker, Laundry as the second. Respectively these 
can be matched with the following entries;

8301
8917

Cleaner/ except above
Worker, Laundry/ except above

Now you have two matching entries and two possible codes for the 
record; this is known as a multiple match. In the next lesson you will 
learn how to identify the correct code when you have two or more codes 
to choose from.

Very occasionally you will need to create three or more look-up titles 
from a record. No matter how many look-up titles have been created, 
you must try to find a matching entry and code for each one.

If you cannot find a matching entry for each title, you must refer the 
record for query resolution.

7.6 Summary Summary

A multiple title is a title containing two or more basic words. It occurs 
when two or more basic words are given in the title response or when a 
look-up title must be created from multiple tasks. To code such titles 
you must:

1. Remove from the look-up title any basic words listed in Section 
7.3 that do not have any qualifying words.
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2. If you still have two or more basic words to consider, you 
should search -he index for a matching title pair.

3. Finally, if there is no matching title pair, you should create two 
or more look-up titles, one for each basic word you have 
identified, and try to match each new look-up title with an entry 
title.

4. If a matching entry with a four-digit code is found for each look­
up title, then you have a multiple match (see Lesson 8).

5. If a matching entry cannot be found for each look-up title, the 
record must be referred for query resolution.

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8. MULTIPLE MATCHES MULTIPLE 
MATCHES

In this lesson you will learn how to code records which match more than 
one index entry. First you will learn to check that you have a true 
multiple match; then you will learn to select the correct code when you 
have two or more possible codes.

8.1 Checking That You Have a True Multiple Match True Multiple Match

Sometimes the basic word in the look-up title has two or more qualifying 
words. If, as a result, the look-up title appears to match more than one 
index entry, you should check the response to ensure that each 
qualifying word relates directly to the basic word.

For example:

Title response:
Task response:

Car Insurance Salesperson 
Selling car insurance

This response matches exactly the following two index entries:

6301
6103

Salesperson, Car
Salesperson, Insurance

In cases like this you may ignore any qualifying words which do not 
relate directly to the basic word. In this example the word Car does not 
relate directly to the basic word Salesperson but qualifies the word 
Insurance The word Insurance, however, directly qualifies the basic 
word; the person sells insurance, not cars. Hence the matching entry is 
6103 Salesperson, Insurance.

8.2 Selecting More Than One Matching Entry

In a few cases you will find two or more index entries which truly match 
the occupation information in the record. This may be because the 
record contains:

• two or more qualifying words which relate directly to the basic 
word;

• two or more basic words other than Foreman, Forewoman or
Foreperson; or

• two or more distinct tasks.

Here are some examples of true multiple matches;

Example 1

Title response: Probation and Employment Ofticer

Here both qualifying words relate directly to the basic word. The look-up 
title Officer, Probation and Employment, therefore, is an exact match for 
the following two index entries:

2705
3901

Officer, Employment
Officer, Probation

A respondent who gave this title response could correctly be called both 
an Employment Officerand a Probation Officer.

Example 2

Title response:

This record contains two basic words and matches both of the following 
entries:

Again the respondent appears to have two occupations.

Sometimes there is just one matching entry title but two or more 
matching supplementary descriptions as in the following example:

Example 3

In the next example, the look-up title consists of a single basic word but 
the two tasks given by the respondent can each be matched with a 
qualifying word in a different index entry:

Example 4

The occupation information in this record can be matched with the 
following index entries:

Clerk, Budget
Clerk, Loans

Usually a multiple match means that the respondent is performing tasks 
associated with two or more occupations. In this situation we want to 
assign the code associated with the most skilled tasks.

ASCO codes are arranged so that those with a lower first digit reflect 
greater skill than those with a higher first digit; tor example code 2799 
refers to a more highly skilled occupation than code 5605.

In the case of a multiple match, therefore, it is necessary to check the 
code of each matching entry. Of course, if all matching entries have the 
same code (as in Example 4 above), that code may be applied. 
Otherwise the code with the lowest first digit should be selected. Thus, in 
Example 1 above, you would select 2705 as the correct code.

However, if two matching entries have different codes that commence 
with the same first digit, it is not possible to choose between them using 
the skill criterion. The next step depends on whether there is any nesting 
amongst the codes available.

8.3 Nested Codes Nested Codes

Nesting occurs in multiple matches when one of the matching entries is 
coded only to major or minor group level while another is coded to a 
more specific (disaggregated) level ol the classification within that major 
or minor group.

A code which ends with three zeros (eg. 8000) is a major group code 
Hence we may say the unit group code 8917is nested inside the major 
group code 8000.

A code which ends with two zeros (eg. 3200) is a rrxnor group code 
Hence we may say the unit group code 3201 is nested inside the minor 
group code 3200.
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Similarly a minor group code (eg. 2500) may be nested inside a major 
group code (eg. 2000).

Here is an example of a record with a multiple match which produces a 
nested code:

Title response: Draftsperson/Technical Officer

Since Draftsperson by itself would be given the code 3200, and 
Technical Officer by itself would be given the code 3000, this record 
gives rise to two codes, one nested inside the other.

Selecting the 
Correct Code

8.4 Selecting the Correct Code When More Than One Entry Is 
Selected

If the codes associated with two matching entries are not nested but 
both have 5 as the first digit, you should use the Order of Precedence 
(see 8.4.1 below) to select the correct code for the record.

If the codes are not nested but have the same first digit other than 5, 
you cannot assign a unit group code to the record. In such cases you 
must assign a major or minor group code (usually known as a dump 
code).

If the codes are not nested and have the first two digits in common, you 
can assign a minor group code. To do this you must select the first two 
digits and add two zeros. Thus in Example 3 above you would assign 
code 4400.

If the codes are not nested and have only the initial digit in common, you 
can only assign a major group code. To do this you must select the initial 
digit and add three zeros. In Example 2 above you would assign code 
2000.

If the codes are nested, you should assign the more specific one. Thus 
in the case of the example given above, you would assign the code 
3200.

You will find the 
following matching entries:

Using the order of precedence for clerical occupations you would choose 
the code 5999.

When you have completed this lesson you will be able to:

Normally, you would not substitute words for those in the occupation title 
given by the respondent.

There are some special cases, however, where you may replace the 
basic word in the occupation title with another word. These are dealt with 
in Lessons 9.1 and 9.2 below.

Basic Word

9.1 Basic Word Equivalents

A number of common basic words are used more or less 
interchangeably in everyday language (for example, tabourerand hand). 
In these cases the most common combinations of basic and qualifying 
words are used in the index.

If the respondent has given a basic word from the list below and you 
cannot obtain a match, you may then look up the basic words which are 
equivalent to it in order to obtain a match.

There is no matching index entry for Assistant, Ptumber so you should 
select an equivalent basic word for Assistant from the list above.

Try Worker.

There is no entry title Worker, Plumber in the index so you may .repeat 
the process using another equivalent basic word.
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You will often save yourself time by selecting the basic word which you 
think sounds most likely.

In this case a likely equivalent vzouW be Labourer.

This time there is a matching entry which you can select:

8101 Labourer, Plumbers

Remember: You should use equivalent basic words only if you have 
already looked in the index under the basic word extracted from the 
record and cannot find a matching entry.

Only the basic words listed atxrve may be replaced by equivalents.

Basic Words with 
Gender

9.2 Basic Words with Gender

Some basic words indicate whether the respondent is male or female.

Here are some examples:

barmaid 
foreman 
saleslady 
housemaster 
firewoman

Such occupation titles can be called gender-specilic titles.

The following rules allow you to treat the male and female forms of many 
(but not all) gender-specific titles as equivalent to each other or to a 
gender-neutral title.

For the purpose of obtaining a title match:

• the terms man,
interchangeably;

woman and person may be used

• the terms tx>y and girt may be used interchangeably with each 
other but not with the terms man, woman or person-, and

• the feminine ending ess may be ignored in either the index entry 
or the title response.

Note: There are separate entries in the index for Saiesgirl and 
Saiesiady. These titles are assigned different codes from Sateswoman.

A number of commonly occurring titles, most of which reflect the sex of 
the respondent, have been omitted from the index in favour of a single 
basic word which can apply to either sex. These are:

COMMONLY OCCURRING TITLES
Draftsman or Draftswoman 
Repairman or Repairwoman 
Salesman or Saleswoman 
Serviceman or Servicewoman 
Tradesman or Tradeswoman 
Linesman or Lineswoman

BASIC WORD IN INDEX
Draftsperson
Repairer
Salesperson 
Serviceperson 
Tradesperson 
Linesperson

Apart from the above examples, you need not modify responses to 
generate gender-neutral titles as you will usually find the appropriate 
entry in the index. For example, you will find Boy, Paper in the index 
rather than Person, Paper

In the case of boy and girt, if you cannot find a match under one, you 
should look in the index for the other.

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1. CONCEPTS AND DEFINITIONS CONCEPTS AND 
DEFINITIONS

1.1 Tasks, Jobs and Occupations Tasks, Jobs and 
Occupations

Everyone who is paid to work has a job. A job is a set of tasks done by 
one person. An occupation is a set of jobs whose main tasks are similar 
in terms of their range and complexity, and some combination of;

• the field of knowledge required;
• the tools and equipment used;
• the materials worked on; and
• the goods and services produced.

1.2 The Structure of ASCO Structure of ASCO

The Australian Standard Classification of Occupations (ASCO) arranges 
occupations into categories according to the similarity of their tasks and 
the skill needed to perform them.

The most detailed categories in the classification are occupations. There
are 1079 occupations in ASCO, covering all jobs in the Australian
workforce.

These occupations are classified into 282 unit groups which are 
classified into 52 minor groups and these, in turn, into 8 major groups.

Each group in the classification is identified by a code number. Major 
groups have a one-digit code.

Minor groups have a two-digit code, the first digit of which indicates the 
major group to which they belong.

Unit groups have a four-digit code, the first two digits of which indicate 
the minor group to which they belong.

Occupations have a six-digit code, the first four digits of which indicate 
the unit group to which they belong.

For example:

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Information Needed 1.3 Information Needed for Coding to Unit Group Level

When coding to unit group level, you may need to refer to information 
on:

• occupation title;
• main tasks or duties usually performed;
• kind of industry, business or service; and
• name and address of employer.

For example:

The occupation title Repairer is too vague. By using the task, industry 
and employer responses in addition to the occupation title, you can code 
this record to the following entry in the ASCO Coding Index:

Any other information about the person which may be available (eg. 
income or qualifications) is likely to be misleading and should not be 
considered when coding to ASCO.

Occupation Title 
and Title Response

1.4 Occupation Title and Title Response

The answer to the question What is your occupation? is the title 
response. The occupation title is simply the name of the person’s 
occupation and is usually given in the title response.

An occupation title contains a basic word and may also contain one or 
more qualifying words.

The Basic Word 1.4.1 The Basic Word

The basic word is the single word (noun) which can stand alone as the 
title of the person's occupation. In the following examples the basic 
words are in capitals:

Accounts CLERK 
Bus DRIVER 
Chief ACCOUNTANT

In an occupation title given by a respondent, the basic word is the one- 
word answer to the question What is your occupation?

For example:

Ima Clerk.
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1.4.2 Qualifying Words Qualifying Words

Qualifying words add to the meaning of the basic word. They tell us what 
kind of clerk, driver or accountant the person is. In the following 
examples, the qualifying words are in capitals:

ACCOUNTS clerk 
BUS driver 
CHIEF accountant

1.5 Look-up Titles, Entry Titles and Title Pairs Look-up Titles, 
Entry Titles 

and Title Pairs

The first task in coding is Io create the look-up title for which you will 
search in the Coding Index.

In most cases the look-up title is created by sorting the title response 
into the word order used in the index entry, as follows:

Basic word, Qualifying word(s)

That component of the index entry which comprises the basic word and 
(optional) qualifying words is known as the entry title.

Sometimes the title response contains two basic words, for example: 
Fitter and Turner. In such a case the look-up title is created from the two 
basic words joined by a plus (-t-) sign.

The Coding Index contains a number of entry titles to cater for such 
responses.

For example:

Fitter + Turner 
Carpenter + Builder 
Plumber + Drainer

Such entry titles contain two basic words and are known as title pairs.

If you cannot find a title pair with the basic words in the order given by 
the respondent, you should look for an entry with the words in the 
reverse order.

Some title pairs are slightly more complex than the examples given 
above in that they contain qualifying words.

For example:

Beater, Panel + Mechanic 
Hand, Kitchen + Cleaner 
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In order to find a title pair that matches the look-up title, it is necessary to 
place the qualifying words immediately after the basic word to which 
they refer.

Further information on creating look-up titles from responses containing 
two or more basic words is given in Chapter 5.8 (Multiple Titles).

In Chapters 5 and 6, you will also learn how to create look-up titles in 
other unusual circumstances when;

• the respondent has given the title in response Io the task 
question;

• the respondent has given tasks but no title;

• the matching index entry directs you to Disregard [the look-up] 
T;f/e which you first created;

• there is no matching index entry but there is an equivalent basic 
word;

• a gender-neutral form of the basic word is required;

• the respondent has given the phrase wile of... or... s wife as the 
occupation title; and

• the respondent has given foreman, lorewoman, foreperson or 
supervisor as the basic word

2. OVERVIEW OF THE CODING PROCEDURES THE CODING 

PROCEDURES

The four data items which may be used to code occupation information 
to ASCO are derived from responses to survey questions, the 
recommended wording and format of which are given in the Overview. 
These responses are usually referred to as:

• Title response;
• Task response;
• Industry response; and
■ Employer response.

They should a'ways be considered in the order given above.

The main steps in coding occupation information using the ASCO 
Coding System are:

1. Create the look-up title from the title response.

I. If the title response is missing or unsuitable, follow the 
procedures in Chapter 5, as appropriate, to create a look-up 
title.

2. Search the Coding Index tor the basic word

If the basic word is not in the index, refer the record for query 
resolution (see Chapter 7 Query Resolution}.

3. Search the index, under the basic word, for any qualifying words 
found in the look-up title.

4. Identify the entry title (see Chapters 3 and 4) that is an exact 
match for the look-up title.

If there is no matching entry title but the basic word has 
acceptable substitutes (see Chapter 5.10), look for a matching 
entry using a Basic Word Substitute.

ii. If you cannot find a matching entry title after checking 
acceptable substitutes, refer the record for query resolution.

iii. If there is more than one matching entry title, follow the 
procedures, as appropriate, in Chapters 5.8 (Multiple Titles) 
and 5.9 (Multiple Matches).

5. If the matching entry title is followed by a slash [/] and a 
supplementary description, look for close-matching additional 
information in the record (see Chapter 4).

6. Select a matching entry from the Coding Index.

i. If there is no matching entry, refer the record for query 
resolution.
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ii. If there is more than one matching entry, follow the multiple 
match procedures outlined in Chapter 5.9.

7. If the matching entry ends with a directive, look for another 
matching entry using a new look-up title (see Chapter 6).

8. Apply the code associated with the [new] matching entry.

3. THE CODING INDEX COOING INDEX

3.1 The Coding Index Format Index Format

Most index entries consist of a four-digit code followed by an entry title. 
The latter contains a basic word and may also contain one or more 
qualilying words. In addition, some index entries have a supplementary 
description and/or a directive.

Index entries are listed alphabetically by basic word. The format of the 
index entry is as follows:

Entry Title

Code Basic Word, Qualifying Word(s)/ Supplementary 
Description(s): Directive

3.2 Components of the Index Entry Components of the 
Index Entry

An index entry may have several components, some of which are 
optional. Each component after the first is separated from the preceding 
component by a specific delimiter. The components and delimiters are:

ASCO Code - This is a four digit number. Where the code is 
unknown, either wholly or in part, digits are replaced by question 
marks (?). Whenever question marks occur in the code field, a 
directive will also be given in the appropriate field.

Basic word - This is the single word (noun) which can stand alone 
as the title of the respondent's occupation. Every index entry has a 
basic word.
Delimiter = blank space [ ]

Qualilying words - These are words which qualify the basic word 
and provide a more specific idea of the occupation. This component 
of the index entry is optional.
Delimiler = comma [,]

Entry Title - The Basic Word and Qualifying Words are together 
referred to as the Entry Title. In a one-word title, the basic word and 
the entry title are the same. Some entry titles comprise a title pair 
(ie. two basic words, with or without qualifying words, joined by a 
plus (-r) sign).

Supplementary description - This component contains information 
which makes the occupation more specific, usually by indicating the 
sort of tasks which are performed. Sometimes it contains the 
phrase except above or NAI meaning No Additional Information. If 
there are two (or more) supplementary descriptions, they are 
separated from each other by a semi-colon [;]. The supplementary 
description is an optional component.
Delimiter = slash

Directive - This component provides a specific instruction to the 
coder either to Disregard [the] Title or to Code to...[another basic 
word or entry title]. This component is optional and only occurs 
when there are question marks in the code field.
Delimiter = colon [:]

Underlining is used to indicate that industry and employer 
responses may be matched with the underlined text

ADbreviations Used in the Index

A number of common abbreviations are used in the index. Sometimes 
these abbreviations occur in records with full stops (eg. T A B.) and 
sometimes without. In the index, the full stops are left out.

4.2 Index Entries With a Supplementary Description

Entries with a supplementary description have the following format:

Code Entry title/ Supplementary description

Such entries usually occur in blocks. Each entry in the block contains the 
same entry title followed by a slash [/] and a different supplementary 
description This description may be about specific tasks performed, 
tools or equipment used, machinery or plant operated, or type of 
industry worked in.

To code a record to an entry of this type, you must have:

• an exact match between the entry title and the look-up title; and

• a close match between the supplementary description and any 
additional information in the record.
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4.2.1 Close Match on Additional Information Close Match on 
Additional 

information

For most index entries with a supplementary description, a close match 
on task information is required.

You have a close match on task information when the supplementary 
description is close In meaning to information given in the task 
response or in any remaining (extraneous) words in the title response.

A close match, unlike an exact match, does not require that the words in 
the index entry follow verbatim the words given by the respondent. 
There are two types of close match:

1. Additional information given by the respondent means the 
same as the supplementary description, ur

2. Additional information given by the respondent belongs to a 
category defined by the supplementary description.

When a supplementary description is underlined you may use industry 
and employer responses to obtain a close match, as well as title and 
task responses.

If there is a conflict between information given in different responses, 
use the information in the following order of priority:

TITLE 
TASK 
INDUSTRY 
EMPLOYER

4.2.2 Default Entries Default Entries

Some blocks of entries include a default entry that contains the phrase 
except above or the acronym NAI (meaning No Additional Inlormation) in 
the supplementary description field.

An except above entry is always the last entry in the block. When you 
have an exact match with the entry title and cannot find a close match 
with any other supplementary description, you may select the except 
above entry.

Note: In selecting this type of entry, you must be sure that a match with 
any other entry in the same block is not possible. If you do not 
understand the meaning of either the supplementary description or the 
response, you should not choose the except above entry but refer the 
record for query resolution.
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Additionally, if it is the supplementary description which you do not 
understand, you should ask your supervisor to explain its meaning to 
further your understanding.

Some blocks include an entry containing NAI in the supplementary 
description field. This is followed by a phrase in brackets specifying the 
type of information you must look for in the record.

The NAI entry may be selected if you have an exact match with the entry 
title but no information of the type specified in the brackets.

Proscribed Tasks 4.2.3 Entries Proscribing Specific Tasks or Activities

Sometimes the word not or except occurs in the supplementary 
description. In most cases the word relates to tasks which are 
proscribed (ie. tasks which should not be performed by the respondent).

For example:

Assistant, Sales/ cooking not selling or serving

This type of entry cannot be selected when the proscribed task (eg. 
selling and serving) is mentioned in the title or task response. Hence, 
you cannot select this entry for the following record because counter 
sales are mentioned in the task response:

Title response:
Task response:

Sales assistant
Cooking lunches and counter sales

You can, however, select a different entry in which the supplementary 
description has no proscribed task:

Assistant, Sales/ selling or serving

Sometimes the proscribed activity is industry rather than task related. 
This means you must ensure that the proscribed activity is not 
mentioned in the industry and employer responses as well as the title 
and task responses. In such a case, the proscribed activity is underlined 
as in the following example:

Operator, Blender/ chemicals except explosives, oil or glue
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4.3 Single Basic Word Without a Match Single Basic Word 
Without a Match

When the look-up title consists of a single basic word, you may use 
additional information in the record to match qualifying word(s) in an 
entry title (Remember to exclude qualifying words which are always 
extraneous when creating the look-up title). However it is important that 
the following conditions are met:

• the entry title you select must contain the same basic word as 
the look-up title;

■ there must be no index entry containing the same basic word 
and no qualifying words which match the record; and

• the qualifying word(s) in the entry title you select must closely 
match additional (usually task) information in the record. If the 
qualifying word(s) in the entry title are underlined, they may be 
close-matched with information in the employer, industry or task 
response.

In each of the next two examples, the one-word look-up title can be 
matched with an entry title containing a qualifying word, because the 
qualifying word closely matches task information in the record.

Example i

Title response:
Task response:

Cutter
Cutting slate for tiles

Here the look-up title is Cutter. Although this one-word title occurs in a 
few index entries, none has a supplementary description which matches 
the task information in the record.

However, many index entries under Cutter have a qualifying word. The 
entry:

7419 Cutter, Stone

can be selected because slate is a kind of stone.

Again none of the supplementary descriptions associated with the one- 
word entry title is a suitable match. However, the task response closely 
matches the qualifying word in the following entry:

5.1 Title and Task Responses Reversed

Occasionally, title information is given in the task response and task 
information in the title response, for example:

Title response:
Task response:

Driving carter managing director 
Chauffeur

In such a case the look-up title should be created from the task 
response. Thus Chauffeur is the correct look-up title in the above 
example. The response Driving car for managing director should be 
treated as additional task information.

However, words in the title response should only be disregarded if you 
know they are something other than the occupation title. Many 
occupation titles may sound unusual but are correct, for example 
Mudlogger.

Basic Word Not 
In Coding Index

5.2 Basic Word Not In Coding Index

When the title given by the respondent has a basic word which does not 
appear in the Coding Index, you would normally refer the record for 
query resolution (see Chapter 7).

The only exception to this rule arises when the basic word is one of the 
following indicating supervisory status: Foreman, Forewoman, 
Foreperson. In such a case, you would follow the procedures described 
in 5.4 below.

Assistant 5.3 Titles Including the Word Assistant

The word Assistant may be used either as a basic word [Baker’s 
Assistant} or as a qualifying word [Assistant Baker}.

As a qualifying word it is usually extraneous. Hence the look-up title 
Baker, Assistant can be matched with the entry title Baker.

When Assistant is given as a basic w/ord, it must be included in the look­
up title. You will, for example, find a matching entry for the look-up title 
Assistant, Baker's with a different code from that which applies to Baker.
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5.4 Supervisory Titles Supervisory Titles

Sometimes respondents give one of the following basic words indicating 
supervisory status:

Foreman 
Forewoman 
Foreperson

If, in addition to the supervisory word, another basic word is provided in 
the title or task response, the supervisory word may be ignored. Hence 
you would create the look-up title Carpenter from the title response 
Foreman Carpenter.

When the title and task responses do not contain another basic word, it 
is necessary to create a new look-up title using Supervisor as the 
replacement basic word. Hence you would create the look-up title 
Supervisor, Plumbing from the title response Plumbing Foreman.

You will find a large number of entries indexed under Supervisor. 
However, if you cannot find a matching entry, you should try to identify 
the occupation title of the workers who are being supervised. Often this 
information is given in the task response, as in the following example:

Title response: 
Task response :

Forewoman
In charge of stable hands

Where the title of tne workers being supervised is identifiable, it should 
be used as the look-up title. Hence Hand, Stable is the appropriate look­
up title from the above record.

Where the title of the workers being supervised is not identifiable, refer 
the record for query resolution.

5.5 Wife of... Wife of...

Some respondents use the phrase ...'s wife, or wife of...; for example; 
Farmer's Wife, Plumber's Wife. Wife of Company Director as part of 
their occupation title.

In the case of Farmer's Wife and Wife of Farmer, the look-up title to be 
used is Farmer.

In all other cases, if another occupation title has been provided (either in 
the title or task response), that title should be used as the look-up title. 
Otherwise, provided the respondent appears to be in the employed 
labour force, you should treat the title as missing and attempt to create a 
new look-up title from task information using the procedures described in 
5.7 below.
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Missing Titles 5.6 Missing Titles

If both title and task information is missing, you will need to refer the 
record tor query resolution. The query resolver may be able to obtain 
additional information about the occupation which will allow a code to be 
assigned. Otherwise the record must be treated as uncodable.

Where there is no title but task information has been provided, the look­
up title may be created from the task information, using the procedures 
described in 5.7 below. This could occur when;

■ the title response is blank and the task response contains task 
information;

• the title response contains task information and the task 
response is blank;

• the title response contains information which tells us about 
neither the title nor the tasks of the respondent's occupation and 
the task response contains task information; or

■ the title response and the task response both contain task 
information. In this case task information in the title response 
should take precedence over task information in the task 
response.

Creating a 
Look-up Title

5.7 Creating a Look-up Title from Task Information

You can use task words to create a look-up title using the following 
standard procedures:

• change the verb ending in -s, -ed or -ing to a noun, eg. typing 
becomes typist-,

• convert work to worker, eg. parish work becomes parish worker. 
or

• add person, eg. sales becomes salesperson. Selling in a task 
description can also be converted to salesperson.

Be careful when making these changes as mistakes can occur. Check 
that the title produced is consistent with all the tasks given. For example: 
doing the banking does not make the person a banker.

You may create more than one title, but only one title per distinct 
task
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5.8 Multiple Titles Multiple Titles

You have a multiple title if:

• there are two or more basic words in the title response (not 
including Foreman, Forewoman and Foreperson), or

• you have created two or more basic words from task
information.

Standard procedures for dealing with multiple titles are outlined below.

First, check to see whether the multiple title contains any of the following 
basic words:

1.
2.
3.
4.
5.
6.
7.

Clerk 
Labourer 
Manager 
Director (of a company) 
Proprietor 
Owner 
Partner

When given as part of a multiple title with no qualifying words, or with 
qualifying words that are always extraneous, these basic words should 
be excluded from the look-up title.

For example, you would create the look-up title Shorthand Typist trom 
the multiple title Clerk-Shorthand Typist. However, you could not create 
this look-up title from Payroll Clerk/ Shorthand Typist because Clerk has 
a qualifying word which is not in the list of always extraneouswords.

If the multiple title contains only basic words from the list above, you 
should choose the one which is highest in the list as your look-up title. 
Hence you would create the look-up title Manager from the multiple title 
Owner-Manager.

If. after excluding any listed words, your title still contains two (or rrwre) 
basic words, you should check to see if you have a match with a title pair 
in the Coding Index. You may find a matching entry with the basic words 
in the same, or in the opposite, order from that given by the respondent.

When there is no matching title pair, look up each title separately in the 
index. If you can match each title with an index entry, follow the 
procedures for a multiple match (see 5.9 below).

If you cannot match each title, refer the record tor query resolution.
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Multiple Matches 5.9 Multiple Matches

Checking For a 
True Multiple Match

5.9.1 Checking That You Have a True Multiple Match

Sometimes more than one qualifying word is given by the respondent. If, 
as a result, the title appears to match more than one index entry, you 
should check the response to ensure that each qualifying word relates 
directly to the basic word. For example:

Title response:
Task response:

Car Insurance Salesperson 
Selling car insurance

You have an exact match with the following two index entries:

6301
6103

Salesperson, Car
Salesperson, Insurance

In cases like this you may ignore any qualifying words which clearly do 
not relate to the basic word. In this example the word Insurance relates 
directly to the basic word Salesperson while the word Car further 
qualifies the word Insurance. The person sells insurance, not cars. 
Hence the correct code is 6103,

More Than One 
Matching Entry

5.9.2 Selecting More Than One Matching Entry

In some cases the record really matches two or more entries. This may 
be because:

• more than one qualifying word relates directly to the basic word;

• more than one basic word is provided by the respondent; or

• more than one distinct task is mentioned in the task response.

When you have a true multiple match, you must choose between the 
codes available since only one code can be assigned to an occupation 
record. The methods for determining the most appropriate code are 
described in 5,9,3 to 5,9,6 below.

Coding To The 
Highest Skill Level

5.9.3 Coding To The Highest Skill Level

Usually a multiple match means a person is performing tasks associated 
with two or more occupations. In this situation we want to assign the 
code associated with the most skilled tasks.
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ASCO codes are arranged so that those with lower first digits reflect 
greater skill than those with higher first digits; for example, code 2799 
refers to a more highly skilled occupation than code 5605. Therefore you 
should examine the codes of the multiple match entries.

If the entries which match the record all have the same code, that code 
may be applied.

If the codes in question are different, you should apply the code with the 
lowest first digit.

If the codes are different but have the same first digit, it is not generally 
possible to choose between them using the skill criterion. In such cases 
the next step depends on whether there is any nesting amongst the 
codes in question (see 5.9.4 below).

5.9.4 Nested Codes Nested Codes

Nesting occurs in multiple matches when one of the matching entries 
has a minor or major group code (ending in two or three zeros 
respectively) and another matching entry has a more specific (lower 
level) code relating to the same minor or major group. In such a case the 
more specific code is said to be nested inside the higher level code, for 
example:

• 8101 (Unit Group Code) is nested inside 8000 (Major Group 
Code);

• 3201 (Unit Group Code) is nested inside 3200 (Minor Group 
Code); and

• 3200 (Minor Group Code) is nested inside 3000 (Major Group 
Code).

When you have two possible codes, one of which is nested inside the 
other, you should choose the more specific code.

5.9.5 Non-Nested Codes With the Same First Digit Non-Nested Codes

Sometimes you will have to choose between two codes which are not 
nested but have the same first digit. If the codes both commence with 5, 
you should use the order of precedence (see 5.9.6. below) to help you 
select the most appropriate code.

In all other cases, you should assign a minor or major group code 
(known as a dump code} as explained below. Dump codes should be 
assigned when the codes associated with the matching entries relate to:

• 2 unit groups in the same minor group, eg. 7201 and 7207 (ie. 
codes with the first two digits in common);
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• 2 unit groups in the same major group, eg. 8301 and 8917 (ie. 
codes with the first, but not the second, digit in common);

• 2 minor groups in the same major group, eg. 2200 and 2500 (ie. 
codes with the first, but not the second, digit in common; both 
codes end with two zeros); or

• 1 minor group and 1 unit group in the same major but different 
minor groups, eg. 6100 and 6201 (ie. codes with the first, but not 
the second, digit in common; one of the codes ends with two 
zeros)

In such cases, the dump code is created as follows:

• where codes have the first two digits in common, select those 
digits and add two zeros to create the minor group code; or

• where codes have only the first digit in common, select that digit 
and add three zeros to create the major group code.

5.10 Basic Word Substitutes

Normally, you would not change the basic word in the look-up title if you 
failed to find a matching entry. You would simply refer the record for 
query resolution. However, there are three situations in which 
replacement of the basic word in the original look-up title is permitted:

• when the basic word has a listed equivalent.

• when the basic word is gender-specific; and
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• when you are directed to do so by a directive entry (see Chapter 

6).

5.10.1 Basic Words with Listed Equivalents

If the look-up title contains a basic word from the list below and there is 
no matching index entry, you may create a new look-up title by replacing 
the basic word with a listed equivalent.

For example, the Coding Index does not contain the entry title Repairer, 
Relrigeration because that title has never been used by survey 
respondents. However, if such a title were given by a respondent, you 
could select the following as a matching entry using a Basic Word 
Equivalent:

4307 Serviceperson, Refrigeration

Note: When you substitute another basic word, you must still have an 
exact match on the qualifying word(s).

When you have several Basic Word Equivalents to choose from, it will 
save time if you first select the one which sounds most plausible when 
coupled with the qualifying word.

Some basic words indicate gender. In many cases both masculine and 
feminine forms appear in the Coding Index. In other cases either the 
most commonly used form, or the gender-neutral form, appears in the 
index.

When matching entry titles with look-up titles:

• words with the feminine ending -ess are equivalent to their

Note: Do not make any other substitutions. For example woman must 
not be substituted for lady.

Here is a list of gender-specific words which are covered by the gender- 
neutral form in the Coding Index:

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6. DIRECTIVE ENTRIES DIRECTIVES

There are two types of directive in the Coding IrKfex:

• Code to ...[another basic word or entry title]; and
• Disregard [the] Title.

6.1 Code to ...[another basic word or entry title] Code to...

To reduce the size of the index, certain entries direct you to look for a 
matching entry under another basic word or entry title. These end with 
the phrase Code to... followed by the basic word or entry title to be used 
in the new look-up title.

The new look-up title should include any qualifying words that have been 
given by the respondent (excluding always extraneous words).

For example, the look-up title Assistant, Forestry Technical, can first be 
matched with the entry:

???? Assistant. Technical/ except atxsve: Code to Technician.

By following the directive, you would then have to create the new look­
up title Technician, Forestry for which you would find an exact match in 
the index.

Some Code to,..entries have one or two leading digits in the code field. 
In these cases, you should look for a new matching entry in which the 
code has the same leading digil(s).

6.2 Disregard [the] Title Disregard [the] Title

Some title responses give little or no information about the person's 
occupation. They may tell us who the person's employer is (eg. Public 
Servant) or what level of promotion the person has achieved (eg. Army 
Lieutenant).

When you create a look-up title from one of these, the matching entry 
will direct you to Disregard [the] Title.

This means that you should ignore the title, and if a second title has 
been given in the title or task response, you should use it to create a 
new look-up title.

In the following example, the look-up title which replaces Servant, Public 
is Clerk, Personnel:

Title response:
Task response:

Public Servant
Personnel Clerk

If there is no second title, try to create a new look-up title from task 
information using the standard procedures described in Chapter 5.7.
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If you cannot create a new look-up title, refer the record for query 

resolution.

Note: The disregarded title may be useful as additional Information 
when matching a supplementary description.
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7. QUERY RESOLUTION QUERY 
RESOLUTION

7.1 How to Refer Records for Query Resolution How to Refer 
Records for 

Query Resolution

A record which cannot be coded using the standard procedures 
described in this Reference Guide becomes a query.

It is recommended that queries be resolved, as a separate process, by 
someone trained in query resolution, using the procedures described in 
the Query Resolution Guide (Part Five of this manual).

Two ways of recording queries for later resolution are suggested:

1. Simply put the forms requiring query resolution to one side.

2. Copy the information needed (title, task, industry and employer 
responses) onto query cards together with other information 
which may be needed to identify the record.

7.2 Types of Records Requiring Query Resolution Records Requiring 
Query Resolution

Records may be referred to the query resolver for any of the following 
reasons:

1. • Neither title nor task information has been given.

2. • No title has been given;
• Tasks have been given;
• Look-up title cannot be created using standard procedures (see 

Chapter 5.7).

3. • Basic word is not in the index.

4. • Look-up title contains one or more qualifying words;
• Basic word is in the index with different qualifying words so there 

is no matching entry title;
• No (more) Basic Word Equivalents.

5. • Look-up title contains no qualifying words;
• Basic word is in the index but only with qualifying words;
• None of the qualifying words can be close-matched with 

additional information in the record;
• No (more) Basic Word Equivalents.
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6. • Exact match on entry title;
• Each entry in the block has a supplementary description;
• No additional information in the record;
• No NAI entry;
• No except above entry.

7. • Exact match on entry title;
• Each entry in the block has a supplementary description;
• Additional information in record of type specified in the NAI

entry;
Additional information does not
supplementary description in the block of entries;

• No except above entry.

8. • Exact match on entry title;
• Close match on supplementary description (if any);
• Matching entry has no code and a directive;
• Second matching entry cannot be found (for one of the reasons 

previously listed).

In the second stage the query resolver must deal with the remaining 
records. Correct coding of these records (queries) depends on access to 
a number of ASCO publications and on the particular skills and 
knowledge of the query resolver. As the query resolver, you must 
exercise considerable discretion in choosing codes whilst still operating 
within the general guidelines which determine the overall coding 
strategy. Therefore, it is recommended that query resolution be 
performed as a separate operation, and only by persons who have 
developed the additional skills and knowledge specified below.

1.1 Skills and Knowledge Required In Query Resolution Skills & Knowledge
Required

In order to resolve queries quickly, consistently and accurately, it is 
essential that you have a detailed knowledge of;

• the coding methodology: that is, the formal rules and procedures 
outlined in the Reference Guide relating to the matching of index 
entries and the selection of codes;

• the conceptual basis and the structure of ASCO as discussed in 
the ASCO Statistical Classification, First Edition, ABS. 1986 
(ABS cat no 1222.0): and

• the terms and concepts specific to the query resolution process, 
especially delinite versus potential codes and adequate versus 
inadequate records as discussed in Section 1.2 below.

In addition to these essential areas of knowledge, it is desirable that you 
have a wide knowledge of occupations in the Australian labour force, 
including tasks performed and job entry requirements. Telephone 
interviewing skills may also be useful as, on occasion, it may be 
necessary to resolve a query by contacting a respondent or employer to 
gain further information about the occupation to be coded.

1.2 Terms Used In Query Resolution Terms Used

To understand the nature and purpose of the various steps in query 
resolution, it is important that you learn to distinguish between definite 
and potential codes and between adequate and inadequate records. 
These terms have a precise meaning in query resolution, and are used 
frequently in this guide.
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Definite Codes 1.2.1 Definite Codes

A code is definite if the record contains sufficient information to provide 
evidence of the correctness of the code and does not contain 
contradictory information to suggest another code.

For example the title Psychologist contains all the information necessary 
to indicate the correctness of the unit group code 2903. The entry title 
Psychologist appears in only one index entry with code 2903. That entry 
has no qualifying words and no supplementary description, because no 
other information is required to select code 2903. This code is, therefore, 
a definite code for any record containing the title psychologist.

Some records point to two or more definite codes. This may occur when:

1. The look-up title is a multiple title containing two or more basic 
words and several matching entries can be found, each with its 
own definite code.

For example, the look-up title Programmer-Farmer, contains 
two basic words, the first of which is codable to the unit group 
2707 and the second to the unit group 1401. Both of these 
definite codes.

are

2. The look-up title contains one basic word (with or without 
qualifying words) but the record contains two or more distinct 
tasks each of which can be matched with supplementary 
descriptions in different index entries.

For example:

Title response: Domestic
Task response: kitchen and laundry work

This record has two definite codes relating to different unit 
groups in the same minor group. The task kitchen work 
coupled with the title Domestic has the definite code 8919 
while the task laundry work coupled with the same title has the 
definite code 8917.

First-stage coders have to choose between two or more definite codes 
by using the rules described in Sections 5.9.3 to 5.9.6 of the Reference 
Guide.

Potential Codes 1.2.2 Potential Codes

is

A code IS potential if there is some specific additional information which 
you require from the respondent in order to be certain that the code is 
correct. That is, the information in the record suggests that the code 
be correct, but is insufficient to indicate that it is certainly correct. may
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As you are aware, many look-up titles require additional task or industry 
information to be coded, with certainty, to unit group level. When such 
information is missing from a record, it is often possible to identity two or 
more competing potential unit group codes.

For example, the title Guillotine Operator wthout additional information 
has three potential codes. In the ASCO Coding Index you will find three 
entries containing this title, each with a different supplementary 
description and a different code. The first applies to operators in the 
bookbinding and printing industries (code 4507), the second to operators 
cutting metals (code 4203) and the third to operators cutting wood (code 
7413).

Without task or industry information, the look-up title Operator, Guillotine 
cannot be coded even to major group level since the three potential 
codes are not all in the same major group. The first-stage coder would 
refer such a record for query resolution. Whether or not a code could 
ultimately be assigned would depend on the query resolver’s ability to 
obtain further information about the respondent's occupation.

However, potential codes at the unit group level can sometimes imply a 
definite code at a higher (major or minor group) level ol the 
classification. For example, the look-up title Domestic without task 
information has four potential codes at unit group level (8301, 8919, 
8917, 8921). Because these four unit groups belong to a single major 
group [Labourers and Related Workers}, the code which applies to that 
major group is a definite code lor the record concerned. The first-stage 
coder would assign the major group code 8000 to such a record using 
the NAI entry.

1.2.3 Adequate Records Adequate Records

Adequate records are records containing enough information to be 
coded, with certainty, to the unit group level of ASCO by someone with 
expert knowledge of the Australian labour force and the occupation 
classification.

Most adequate records can be coded without this expert knowledge in 
first-stage coding using the standard procedures described in the 
Reference Guide.

A few adequate records, however, will be referred to you because they 
cannot be processed using standard procedures. These include:

• occupation titles not covered by the index; and

• occupation titles covered by the index with detailed additional 
task or industry information that does not match any 
supplementary description.
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Inadequate Records 1.2.4 Inadequate Records

Inadequate records are records containing insufficient information to be 
coded, with certainty, to the unit group level of ASCO. These include:

• occupation titles covered by the index which lack the additional 
information required to match supplementary descriptions, and 
there being no NAI or except above entries; and

• missing titles or titles which the coder is directed to disregard 
with little or no useful task information.

The steps in query resolution are partly determined by the adequacy of 
occupation information in the record. Some steps are appropriate to both 
adequate and inadequate records. Others are more appropriate to one 
category than the other.

In Chapter 3 you will learn about the steps which should be taken to 
resolve a query and the type of record to which each step applies.
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2 DOCUMENTS REQUIRED IN QUERY RESOLUTION DOCUMENTS 
REQUIRED

In addition to this guide, the query resolution process requires access to 
the following documents:

-ASCO Coding Index;

ASCO Coding Index: Numerical Order (or Numeric Index);

ASCO (First Edition) Statistical Classification (ABS Catalogue 
No. 1222.0); and

• ASCO Keyword Index of Unit Group Tasks (ABS Catalogue No. 
1228.0).

An overview of the content and use of each of these documents in query 
resolution is presented here. More details on their various applications 
are provided in Chapter 3 of this guide.

2.1 ASCO Coding Index ASCO Coding Index

The ASCO Coding Index is the most important tool in query resolution. 
Entries in this index can be used to suggest potential codes for records 
in a form not suitable for processing using the matching rules and 
standard procedures described in the Reference Guide. Potential codes 
derived from non-standard matching procedures must always be 
checked against other ASCO publications (see Section 3.6).

For example, the first-stage rules which require exact matching of entry 
titles and which restrict the use of NAI entries to records with no 
additional information of the type specified are both relaxed in query 
resolution. Use of the ASCO Statistical Classification, and your 
knowledge of the conceptual and structural basis of ASCO enable you to 
make a more informed decision about the suitability of any potential 
code than would be possible in first-stage coding.

Similarly you will find that, in query resolution, you can use more 
discretion when using industry and employer responses. In some 
situations you will be permitted to match these responses with text which 
is not underlined in the index entry, because you will be taught the 
underlying principles for discriminating between legitimate and 
illegitimate use of industry information.

2.2 ASCO Coding Index: Numerical Order Numeric Index

As described in Section 5.6 of the Training Guide, the Numeric Index is 
particularly useful for comparing index entries under two or more codes 
to decide to which unit group a particular record should be assigned. 
This procedure is used by first-line coders. In resolving queries you will 
learn (Chapter 3.6) to use the Numeric Index to check all codes which 
are not derived from the standard procedures described in the 
Reference Guide.
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Statistical 
Classification

2.3 ASCO Statistical Classification (First Edition)

This publication is an important tool in query resolution. It is useful lor 
checking potential codes derived from the Coding Index by non-standard 
matching procedures. It can also help you identify potential codes lor 
records that are not covered by the Coding Index

However, the dangers of using the Statistical Classilicalion as the 
primary coding document cannot be exaggerated II is known that 
occupations are named and described in a variety ol different ways by 
respondents. We know, for example, that some members of the 
Australian labour force who describe themselves as latxiurers operate 
plant or machinery and therefore belong Io the Major Group 1 Plant and 
Machine Operators rather than Major Group 8 Labourers and Related 
Workers.

Similarly, some people who describe themselves as managers perform 
only non-managerial tasks Many small shopkeepers fall into this 
category. Such people belong to Major Group 6 Salespersons and 
Personal Service Workers. Other people who describe themselves as 
shop managers perform managerial tasks such as supervising staff, 
bookkeeping, ordering stock, and, more generally, administration or 
running the business, these belong to Major Group 1 Managers and 
Administrators

Thus, it is important to recognise that even when the look up title is 
identical to an occupation in the ASCO structure, it does not refer to the 
same occupation, or group of occupations if an entirely different set of 
tasks is involved For this reason, entries in ine Coding Index require 
matching of task as well as title information.

The ASCO Statistical Classilicalion comprises ttiree parts:

• The Conceptual Basis of the Classilicalion
• Structure and Group Definitions; and
• Keyword Index of Structure Titles.

Conceptual Basis 
of ASCO

2.3.1 Conceptual Basis of the Classification

The Conceptual Basis of the Classification is essential preliminary 
reading for query resolvers To resolve queries accurately, you must 
understand the concepts on which the classilicalion is based and the 
issues related to their application.

This part of the Statistical Classification defines occupation in terms of 
the tasks performed and describes the grouping of occupations 
according to the skill level and type ol skill specialisation associated with 
those tasks. The hierarchical stmcture of the classification based on 
these broad concepts is also explained To assign codes to records not 
covered by the Coding Index you must be aware of these underlying 
structural issues.
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2.3.2 Structure and Group Definitions Structure and 
Group Definitions

This part of the Statistical Classification provides a profile of the ASCO 
Structure and the associated code conventions. It also provides a listing 
of all Structure titles, in successively greater detail, for each of the four 
levels in the classification, namely:

• Major groups (8);
■ Minor groups (52);
• Unit groups (282); and
• Occupations (1079).

You will recall that Structure titles are official titles used in ASCO to 
describe the 1079 occupations in the Australian labour force and the 
unit, minor and major groups to which these occupations belong. Each 
occupation has a principal title (and sometimes also one or more 
alternative and specialisation titles). Structure titles do not correspond, 
on a one-to-one basis, to titles used in everyday language; therefore not 
all principal occupation titles in the ASCO Structure appear in the Coding 
Index, which is primarily an index of titles in common use.

The lack of correspondence between Structure titles and titles used by 
respondents means that the Structure and Group Definitions should 
never be used in isolation as a coding device. However this part of the 
Statistical Classification can help to resolve certain types of coding query 
since it provides a definition of each major, minor and unit group and 
describes the tasks most commonly performed in that group. Like the 
Numeric Index, it can help you decide whether a code is suitable for a 
particular record.

Ouery resolvers refer frequently to the structural lists definitions and 
descriptions in the Statistical Classification to identify or confirm the 
groups to which records belong.

2.3.3 Keyword Index of Structure Titles Keyword Index of 
Structure Titles

The Keyword Index of Structure Titles contains all the official occupation 
titles in the Structure together with their corresponding occupation level 
(six digit) codes. Each principal, alternative and specialisation title is 
listed under the keywords that it contains.

Keywords are words other than prepositions, conjunctions, definite and 
indefinite articles (of, lor, and, the etc.). The keywords themselves are 
listed in alphabetical order. Thus the title Clerk otthe High Court is listed 
under clerk, court and high but not under of or the

The Keyword Index can help you resolve queries by identifying possible 
titles in the Structure which might apply to the record. Like the Structure 
and Group Definitions, however, it should never be used alone as a 
coding device. To do so would result in many inaccurate codes being 
assigned
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Keyword Index of 
Unit Group Tasks

2.4 Keyword Index of Unit Group Tasks

This is an inds.x of all task words used in Unit Group Definitions in the 
ASCO Statistical Classification.

Task words in the Unit Group Definition are found in the lead statement 
and in the list of primary tasks. The task word is generally found in verb 
form (eg. assist, sell, dig) in the lead statement and in gerund form (eg. 
assisting, selling, digging) in the list of primary tasks. Since the latter are 
more numerous, the gerund form is used for indexing purposes in the 
Keyword Index ol Unit Group Tasks; for example, both advise and 
advising are indexed under the keyword advismg

The keywords in the index are arranged in alphabetical order. Each 
keyword is followed by a list of codes i ndicatinc the unit group definitions 
in which the task word occurs. Each code is followed, in turn, by the lead 
statement or list of primary tasks in which the task word occurs.

Sometimes the Keyword Index ol Unit Group Tasks will enable you to 
match significant task words found in the title or task response with unit 
groups containing these words. This will help you to identify potential 
unit group codes when the record cannot be processed using standard 
procedures.

For example, you will find the task word marking (out) in the Keyword 
Index. You will see that there are eight occurrences of this word in the 
Unit Group Definitions. It this word were given in a sufficiently detailed 
task response (eg marking out sheet steel), you would be able to identify 
two or three potential unit group codes from the Keyword Index.

Discretion is needed in assigning codes to records by this method. 
Before deciding that a record falls into a particular unit group, it is 
necessary to read the entire Unit Group Definition to ensure the 
occupation information in the record is in no way inconsistent with that in 
the definition. If the match between the record and the definition is close, 
the code checking procedures described in Chapter 3.6 should then be 
followed.
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3. MAIN STEPS IN QUERY RESOLUTION MAIN STEPS

This chapter outlines the main steps in query resolution. It provides a 
general strategy which is applicable to all coding queries. However, 
some comnxjn occupation responses, which are known to be difficult to 
code, are dealt with in more detail in Chapter 4. These include the 
following occupation titles:

Clerk (General Clerk)
Director
Engineer
Labourer
Machine Operator
Manager
Owner
Partner (Business Partner)
Plant Operator
Proprietor (Business Proprietor)

If you have a query relating to one of the above, you should refer to the 
appropriate section of Chapter 4 as well as this chapter.

You should also refer to Chapter 4 (particularly 4.3.1) if you have a 
query relating to any occupation title which sounds managerial.

The ten main steps in query resolution are summarised in the table 
below. Most queries will be resolved using only a few of these steps. If in 
doubt, you should follow the steps in the sequence suggested.

The table shows the principal type of record, title or code to which each 
step applies. Note that a distinction is made between records and titles 
since the table must cater for all types of record, including those which 
yield more than one look-up title and those which yield no title, using the 
standard procedures of first-stage coding as outlined in the Reference 
Guide.

Main Steps In Query Resolution Use This Step When You Have;

1. Repeating Standard 
Procedures of First-Stage 
Coding

records which yield at least one 
look-up title using standard 
procedures

2. Using the Look-up Title to 
Identify Potential Codes

titles for which Step 1 does not 
yield a code and for which entry 
titles exist in the index

3. Using an Alternative Title to 
Identify Potential Codes

titles for which Steps 1 and 2 yield 
no code (including those with a 
look-up title not in the index);
records with no title and with tasks 
from which iook-up titles cannot be 
created using standard procedures
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4. Using the Statistical 
Classification to Identify 
Potential Codes

titles or records for which steps 
1-3 yield no code

5. Choosing the Most Specific 
Code

records with 2 or more codes, 
where one is definite and nested 
inside the others

6. Checking Codes codes obtained using non­
standard procedures (Steps 2-4)

7. Choosing Codes on a 
Probability Basis

records with 2 or more competing 
potential codes

8. Choosing the Code with the 
Lowest Leading Digit

records with 2 or more codes in 
different major groups where the 
code with the lowest leading digit is 
a definite code; some managerial 
titles with competing potential 
codes

9. Using the Order of
Precedence in Major Group 5

records with 2 or more non-nested 
codes in Major Group 5 and no 
other code with a leading digit 
lower than 5

10. Coding to Major or Minor 
Group Level

titles or records with insufficient 
data to code to unit group level; 
records with 2 or more codes in 
one major group not resolved by 
Steps 5-9

Step 1 3.1 Step 1: Repeating the Standard Procedures of First-Stage 
Coding

The first step in resolving almost all queries is to ensure that the coder 
has correctly followed the standard procedures of first-stage coding 
using the ASCO Coding Index.

Even records which are clearly inadequate may be covered by NAI or 
except atx>ve index entries. Therefore, it is important to confirm that no 
code can be found by matching an index entry in the usual way.

You should follow Step 1 for all records which yield a look-up title using 
standard procedures; ie records in which a title is given and records 
which have no title but contain a task description from which a look-up 
title can be created using the techniques described in the Reference 
Guide.

In this step you should repeat all the procedures which first-stage coders 
are expected to follow including, if necessary, looking for a new 
matching entry when following a directive or when checking any Basic 
Word Equivalents.
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If you are able to assign a code and the query is not a legitimate one, 
you should explain to the coder how you were able to do so. This will 
reduce the number of similar queries arising in the future.

If a query is legitimate you must try to identify potential codes for the 
record using Steps 2 to 4. Finally you must follow Steps 5 to 10, as 
necessary, to select the best code from those you have identified.

Some multiple titles may be referred to you because not all the titles 
given by the respondent are co' .ed by the index. In such cases you 
should use standard procedures to find codes for titles that are covered, 
then you must try to identify potential codes for the other title(s).

If a title has been given (singly or as part of a multiple title) for which you 
cannot find a code using standard procedures, you should go to:

1, Step 2 If:

a) the look-up title matches an entry title in a block of index 
entries;

OR

b) the look-up title matches an entry title in only one index 
entry and that entry contains either:

i. a supplementary description that does not match the 
additional information in the record;

OR

ii. a directive to code to another basic word or entry title 
which does not lead you to a new matching entry with a 
code.

2. Step 3 if;

a) there is no matching entry title in the index;

OR

b) the look-up title matches an entry title in only one index 
entry and that entry directs you to disregard the title and 
there is no further title or task information in the record.

If neither title nor task description has been given by the respondent and 
you cannot obtain further information about the respondent's occupation, 
there is little point in proceeding beyond Step 1. In such a case, you 
should treat the record as uncodable. Usually this means you will assign 
the code 0000 to the record.

Similarly, if a matching index entry directs you to disregard the look-up 
title, and there is no other title or task information in the record, you 
should treat the record as uncodable.
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Step 2 3.2 Step 2; Using the Look-up Title to Identify Potential Codes

Even when you have not found a code for a particular title using 
standard coding procedures, you may still be able to identify some 
potential codes using the Coding Index.

Step 2 is used for almost all look-up titles with a matching entry title for 
which Step 1 has not yielded a code. The exception is the look-up title 
which occurs in only one index entry where that entry has no code and a 
directive to disregard the title. In this case you should omit Step 2 and, 
provided there is no additional title or task information in the record, go 
straight to Step 3.

If the matching entry title occurs in a number of index entries, you should 
now look at each supplementary description, in turn, to see how closely 
it fits the record.

The occupation information contained in the record may be 
contradictory, ambiguous or incomplete so that you are not sure which, if 
any, of the supplementary descriptions in the block provides a suitable 
match. In such a case, you may find the Numeric Index or the Group 
Definitions in the ASCO Statistical Classification helpful. The use of 
these documents is more fully explained in Steps 4 and 6.

You may identify one or more entries which could refer to the occupation 
described in the record. Although you may require more information 
from the respondent to be certain of the accuracy of the code, you may 
be able to identify one or more potential codes for the title in question.

Note: You should never assign a potential code to a record until you 
have followed the checking procedures in Step 6.

Sometimes standard matching procedures clearly prevent you from 
matching additional information in the record with any of the 
supplementary descriptions but it is obvious that you would have a close 
match if you were allowed to use industry information or an NAI entry. In 
3.2.1 and 3.2.2 below, you will learn how these may be used by query 
resolvers in certain restricted circumstances.

Using Industry 
Information

3.2.1 Using Industry Information

Occupation and industry are often confused, a fact which can cause 
problems in occupation coding. In ASCO, occupation is defined in terms 
of tasks performed by workers. Industry is usually defined in terms of the 
goods or services produced by an establishment. For example, 
someone who is employed by a school to clean its buildings is employed 
in the education industry whereas someone else who cleans in a plastics 
factory is employed in the manufacturing industry. Both have the 
occupation of Cleaner and should be given the occupation code 8301.
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The use of industry information in occupation coding is fraught with 
difficulty because many occupations, especially at the higher skill levels, 
are found in a variety of industries. For example:

■ Insurance Clerks are not the only clerks who work in the 
insurance industry. You will also find Accounts Clerks, Filing 
Clerks and Personnel Clerks working in that industry. Similarly 
you will find that personnel consultancies employ clerks other 
than Personnel Clerks, and that the government statistical 
agency (ABS) employs many clerks other than Statistical Clerks.

• Hotel Managers are not the only managers who work in hotels. 
You will also find, for example. Security Managers in some of 
the larger hotels. Likewise a manager in a factory is not 
necessarily a Factory Manager. He or she could be a Sales and 
Distribution Manager or a Personnel Manager.

• Electrical Engineers are not the only engineers working for 
electricity supply authorities. Civil Engineers, among others, may 
also work for such organisations.

Owing to problems of this sort, the use of industry information in 
occupation coding is strictly limited in first-stage coding. The index 
designers have specified which information can be obtained safely from 
responses to the industry and employer questions by underlining the 
relevant text.

Generally speaking, it is safer to use industry and employer responses 
for coding the less-skilled occupations in Major Groups 7 and 8 (and to a 
more limited extent Major Group 6) than for occupations in the other 
major groups.

For this reason many index entries with codes beginning with 6, 7 and 8 
allow the use of industry and employer responses, for example:

6501
7399
8923

Dealer. Amway
Attendant, Precipitator/ore processing
Litter/railwav

In resolving queries you must give careful consideration to the use of 
industry and employer responses. While there are many occupation 
titles pointing to Major Groups 6, 7 and 8 for which you can safely use 
industry and employer responses, there will be a few queries relating to 
more skilled occupations where you can also use these data items.

Although it is difficult to generalise about such queries, the following 
hypothetical record serves as an example;

Title response;
Task response:
Industry response:

Therapist

Physiotherapy Clinic

You are justified in applying the code 2313 for Physiotheraoist to this 
record because the probability of another kind of therapist working at a 
Physiotherapy Clinic is fairly low.
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Using NAI Entries

However, in the absence of other title or task information, you cannot 
assume that a therapist working for the Department of Occupational 
Health and Safety is an Occupational Therapist. That department could 
employ many kinds of therapist including Physiotherapists and 

Psychotherapists.

It, in a particular case, you think it safe to use industry information, you 
should treat the code associated with the selected index entry as aa

potential code.

If industry information in a record is ambiguous or open to interpretation, 
you should always ignore that information. However you should still try 
to identify one or more potential codes from the index, using the 
remaining occupation information in the record.

3.2.2 Using NAI Entries When Additional Information is Not 
Useful

Records may be referred to you because they contain additional 
information and so cannot be matched with an NAI entry. In certain 
circumstances you should identify the code associated with that entQr as 
a potential code. You should do so if you think the additional 
information is not useful in coding to ASCO.

Example 1

Title response;
Task response;
Industry response;

Council Labourer
Outdoor work

Employer response; Bloggsville Shire Council

The coder would refer this record to you because it has some limited 
information in the task and employer responses. Neither of these 
responses could help you select a unit group code from those listed in 
the index under Labourer, Council. You could, however, identify the 
Major Group code 8000, associated with the NAI entry, as a potential 
code. This would be legitimate if you could not obtain additional 
information to help you identify the correct unit group code.

In some cases you may be able to contact the respondent or the 
employer to get additional information, without breaching confidentiality. 
In other cases you may be able to use your general or local knowledge 
of the labour force to find the correct unit group.

Here is an example where local knowledge would help you assign the 
correct unit group code;

Example 2

Title response;
Task response;
Industry response;
Employer response;

Engine Driver
Driving engine

SECWA
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The NAI entry under Driver, Engine has the code 7107 since most 
respondents using this title are train drivers {to which this code applies). 
A first-stage coder could not match the above record with the NAI entry 
because of the additional information in the employer response. If the 
coder did not know the meaning of SECWA, the record would be 
referred to you. If you had the necessary local knowledge, you would 
reject the default code 7107. You would assign the correct unit group 
code of 7301 (power generation) knowing that the respondent worked 
for the State Energy Commission of Western Australia (SECWA).

Note; For the purpose of matching with an NAI entry, you should never 
treat a second title in a record as irrelevant information, unless it is one 
of the vague titles listed at the beginning of Chapter 3. Most of these are 
titles which coders are instructed to ignore in a multiple-title response. 
Generally, you should try to find a coHe for each title given in a multiple­
title response.

3.2.3 Cases Where the Entry Title Is Not Helpful Entry Title Not 
Helpful

As a query resolver, you can exercise discretion in using NAI entries and 
industry information where the first-stage coder is not allowed to do so. 
In addition, you have access to the ASCO Statistical Classification and 
other resources, which are not available to the first-stage coder. 
Nevertheless there will be times when you cannot identify any potential 
codes from the index using the matching entry title.

Sometimes additional information in the record clearly does not match 
any supplementary description and there is no default entry.

Sometimes you will rule out all index entries in the block after comparing 
additional information in the record with the relevant Unit Group 
Definitions in the ASCO Statistical Classification. (You will be given more 
details about how to use the ASCO Statistical Classification for this 
purpose in Steps 4 and 6.)

If Step 2 fails to provide you with any potential codes for the record, you 
should go on to Step 3.

3.2.4 Summary: Using the Entry Title Summary: Step 2

Step 2 applies to most look-up titles with matching entry titles in the 
index for which Step 1 did not yield a code. It does not apply to titles 
which occur in only one index entry where that entry directs you to 
disregard the title.

After Step 2:

• if you have not identified al least one code for each look-up title, 
go to Step 3;
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Step 3

Title Synonyms

• if you have identified only one possible code for the title, go to 
Step 6; or

• if you have more than one code to choose from, follow Steps 5 
to 10, as appropriate, to select the best code.

3.3 Step 3: Using an Alternative Title to Identify Potential Codes

This step is necessary for many records containing title or task 
information which is not covered by the Coding Index and hence for 
which neither Steps 1 and 2 can provide a code.

In general, when a title or record is not covered by the index, you should 
try to find a potential code by creating a new title using as much 
occupation information in the record as is needed. As a query resolver, 
you may use all the information in the title and task responses to create 
a new title. If you can create a new title, you should look it up in the 
index.

3.3.1 Using Title Synonyms

Step 3 is most useful when the record contains detailed occupation 
information. Very often the description given by a respondent has a 
commonly used synonym which can be found in the index. In some 
cases, you will find no match under the basic word given by the 
respondent but the qualifying words in the response appear in the index 
under a different basic word. Of course the title is only synonymous if 
the index entry refers to the same ASCO occupation.

For example, before the entry Supervisor, Front End was added to the 
index, a record containing this title would have required query resolution 
procedures. The coder would have found no suitable matches under the 
basic word Supervisor. As the query resolver, you might be aware of two 
index entries in which the qualifying words front end occur:

6403
7201

Controller, Front End 
Driver, Front End Loader

These entries have different codes because the occupations to which 
they refer belong to different major groups in ASCO (one being in sales, 
the other in plant operation). The title Front End Supervisor, however, is 
actually used of persons who supervise check-out operators in 
supermarkets and is an alternative to the title Front End Controller.

Careful consideration of all the evidence is necessary, therefore, when 
searching for a synonymous title using a different basic word from that 
given in the look-up title. If you find a title in the index which could be 
synonymous, you should treat the code associated with it as a potential 
code. This means that you should not assign the code to the record until 
you have followed the checking procedures in Step 6.
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Sometimes you will look at an occupation description in the record and 
recognise immediately an alternative description for a title you have 
seen in the index. At other times, you will hypothesise that an alternative 
can be found by looking in the index under a particular basic word.

Often you will need to make only minimal changes to the look-up title to 
find a matching index entry.

For example, you might change the basic word from Officer to Clerk if 
the tasks appear to be clerical, or from Controller to Supervisor if the 
tasks appear to be supervisory.

Here are more examples of plausible alternative titles. The index entry
Warden, Park could be synonymous lor the response Park
Superintendent while the entry Dealer, Foreign Exchange is an 
alternative to the response Foreign Exchange Trader.

At other times you will need to make more comprehensive changes to 
the occupation description given by the respondent, using both a new 
basic word and new qualifying word(s), to generate an alternative title.

3.3.2 Missing or Vague Titles Missing or Vague 
Titles

For records in which the respondent has given no title, you may be 
able to create one from a task description. In so doing you are not 
limited by the rules which apply to first-stage coders.

For example, the task response processing vehicle insurance claims can 
only be converted by the first-stage coder into a title by changing the 
task word processings the basic word Processor. The record would be 
referred to you because no suitable matches would be found under this 
basic word. As the tasks are plainly clerical, you, the query resolver, 
could search the index for a synonymous title, under the basic word 
Clerk. (You would in fact find the entry Clerk, Claims).

You may even repiace vague titles which occur in the index but have 
detailed, non-matching task inlormation, with an alternative title 
generated largely from the task response.

Example 1

In this case you would find no suitable matches under the basic word. 
Labourer. By ignoring the vague title and converting the task response to 
the title Tailer-Out, you would find a matching index entry with the four­
digit code 8199.

You should not, however, over-ride the title response with task 
information unless the title contains little or no useful occupation 
information.

Qualifying Words

3.3.3 Non-Matching Qualifying Words

Look-up titles not covered by the index include titles that contain a basic 
word which does occur in the index but cannot be matched with any 
entry titles because they include non-matching qualifying words.

If as a query resolver you encounter such a title, you may use your

same basic word, for an entry title whose qualifying word(s) closely 
match the occupation information in the record. In this way you may 
identify one or more potential code(s) lor the record.

Qualifying words which can be safely ignored, to effect a match with an 
entry title would rarely contain much information about the occupation or 
tasks performed. Generally you should not ignore a qualifying word i it is 
simply unfamiliar or its meaning is obscure. Such words may tell us 
something about the occupation and, where the meaning cannot be 
clarified, it is better to code to a higher level of the classification (major 
or minor group) or even to leave the record uncoded.

Here is an example of a record with a qualifying word which contains 

little occupation information:

Since the occupation information in the record closely matches the 
qualifying words in each of these entries, the associated code should be 
identified as a potential code. (The fact that all three entries have the 
same code, in this case, provides further evidence of its suitability for the 

record.)

Note: Where it is possible to identify one close-matching entry from the 
ASCO Coding Index, it is often possible to identify similar-sounding 
occupations with the same code by referring to the Numeric index. The 
query resolver should also read the Group Delinitions for all potential 
unit groups identified by this method. The exact checking procedures 
you should follow are described in Step 6.

You would, therefore, identify 5905 as a potential code for this record. 
Once again, you would probably, al this point, check the Numeric Index 
and the Unit Group Definition in the Statistical Classilication (Step 6) to 
identity other occupations assigned to this unit group and to ensure that 
tasks performed are consistent with the tasks described in the record.

3.3.4 Obtaining Additional Information for Unfamiliar Titles Additional 
Information

Quite clearly your ability Io find alternative titles will depend on your 
knowledge of the labour force and the index. However, some titles with 
adequate iniurmation will have no alternative form in the index, neither 
under the basic word given, nor under any substitute basic word. Before 
Il was added to the index, the title Operator. Vibroseis was in this 
category. The title refers Io a single occupation involving the operation of 
a truck-mounted device for detecting minerals in the ground.

If you do not know the type and range of tasks covered by an unfamiliar 
occupation title, you should try to obtain this additional information. You 
may be able Io contact the respondent, or an employer or business 
organisation, to obtain the necessary details. This may help you find an 
alternative title in the index.

When you cannot obtain any additional details about an unfamiliar 
occupation, you may have to leave the record uncoded However, if the 
record contains a distinctive noun, adjective or verb (eg vibroseis, tailing 
etc.) relating to the occupation, you should go on to Step 4 as you may 
able to find this keyword in the ASCO Group Definitions or the Keyword 
Index of Structure Titles.

3.3.5 Summary: Using an Alternative Title Summary :Sfep 3

Step 3 is used to produce potential codes for records containing detailed 
occupation data that can be used Io create alternative titles lor 
searching the Coding Index.
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After Step 3:

■ if you have a titte (or alternative title) tor which you have not 
found a code in the index, go to Step 4 (this applies also when 
you have a multiple title and have not found a code tor all ol the 
titles);

• if you have identified a single possible code for the title, go to
Step 6; or

• if you have identified more than one possible code, follow Steps 
5 to 10, as appropriate, to select the best code

Step 4 3.4 Step 4: Using the Statistical Classification to Identity 
Potential Codes

This step is necessary if you have a record, or an unusual title, for which 
you are unable to identify any definite or potential codes using the index. 
This is usually occurs when records contain very limited amounts of 
occupation information as it is rarely possible to think up alternative titles 
for such records Records with no title and limited task information are 
good examples.

This step may also be helpful for some vague titles such as Clerk and 
Labourer, listed at the beginning ol Chapter 4, where there is little or no 
additional information. However, note that, for all ten vague titles in this 
list, it is important to consult the relevant section(s) of Chapter 4, when 
identifying potential codes from the ASCO Statistical Classification. II is 
particularly important Io do so for managerial-sounding titles. The 
Classification contains fewer managerial titles than the Coding Index and 
may lead y u to the wrong code if it is not used in conjunction with the 
methods described in Chapter 4 3.

For such inadequate records you may be able to narrow down the 
choice to a single major or minor group, or even a single unit group. You 
can often do this by comparing the occupation information in the record 
with Structure titles, or with group definitions and associated task 
descriptions in the ASCO Statistical Classification.

Searching for a 
Keyword

3.4.1 Searching for a Keyword

You may be able to find the correct unit group code by searching the 
Keyword Index of Structure Titles tor a word found in the title or task 
response You can look for a whole word, or for the stem ol a word, 
describing the occupation or the main task performed.

It is usually a good idea to select a title or task word (or part thereof) 
which is distinctive and therefore limited Io a few occurrences in the 
Keyword Index. An example is found in the task response tailing out 
(see 3.3 above). If you had not converted this task response directly to 
the title Tailer-Out, you could still have found the correct code by
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searching the Keyword Index for the character string tail. You would 
have found the keyword Tailer which, in fact, appears ii^i only one

3.4.2 Comparing Occupation Data with Group Definitions Using Group 
Definitions

Even when you are unable to find particular task words in the ASCO 
Statistical Classification, you may still be able to use the latter to identify 
the major, minor or unit group to which the respondent belongs. This win 
depend on the total amount of occupation information in the record and 

your knowledge of the Structure.

You might begin by looking at the 
list of major groups in the Classification and identifying one or more 
possibilities. You should then read the definition of each selected mapr 
group and compare it with the occupation information in the record.

It your selection sounds plausible, you should look at the list of minor 
groups in that major group. Again you must read the minor group 
definitions to confirm your choice; then you should try to identify some

Note that the minor group 72 Mobile Plant Operators (Except Transport) 
has been rejected on the grounds that the respondent works a remote 
control vehicle from a plant at a fixed location.

By comparing the intormalion in the record with that in the group 
delinitions, you might identify some potential unit groups from these

You would, ol course, go on to check each potential unit group code 
using the procedures ol Step 6 (then, it you still had several codes to 
choose from, you would make your choice, where possible, on the 
balance ot probabilities - see Step 7)

Inadequate or 
Unusual Data

3.4.3 Dealing With Very Inadequate or Unusual Data

For records with very limited amounts of occupation information, the first 
decision, in using the ASCO Statistical Classilication to identity potential 
codes, is whether there is enough information to assign a code al major 
group level Because first-stage coders cannot make the final decision 
that a record is uncodable, records with very limited information will be 
referred to you. You must make the final decision whether a code should 
be applied, and it so, at what level of the classification.

To help you make this decision, you should always look at the total 
amount of occupation information given in the record.

If you can identify the major group, you will, al least, be able Io select 
the major group level code as a potential code

You should not assign any code obtained from the Classilication until the 
code has been checked using the procedures ol Step 6.

If you cannot identify any major group because the title and task 
information is extremely inadequate or unusual, >ou must treat that 
information as uncodable. This means that the record is uncodable even 
though, as with multiple titles, there may be other codes to consider. 
Dual titles, for example, may comprise one title which is codable to 
major, minor or unit group level and one which is not codable to any 
level of the classification in such cases, you should not assign any code 
to the record
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3.4.4 Summary; Using the Statistical Classification Summary: Step 4

Step 4 is necessary for all records and unusual titles lor which you have 
been unable to find any potential codes using the index.

You may be able to identify the correct major, minor or unit group by 
reading group definitions at successively more detailed levels in the 
Classification. Alternatively, you may be able to search for a particular 
title or task word in the Keyword Index of Structure Titles or in selected 
group definitions.

After Step 4:

• it you have not identified any potential codes, treat the record as 
uncodable (this applies even if you have a multiple title and have 
identified definite codes for all but one title);

• if you have identified two or more codes, one of which is definite 
(ie. identified in Step 1) and nested inside the other(s), go to 
Step 5;

• otherwise go to Step 6.

3.5 Choosing the Most Specific Code Step 5

You need only follow this step if you have identified two or more codes, 
one of which is definite and nested inside the other(s)

Remember that one code (code Y) is nested inside another (code X) 
when one of the following conditions is met:

CodeX Code Y (Nested code)

Major group code 
(eg. 8000)

Unit group code in same major group 
(eg. 8103)

Major group code 
(eg. 8000)

Minor group code in same major group 
(eg. 8100)

Minor group code 
(eg. 8100)

Unit group code in same minor group 
(eg. 8103)

In first-stage coding the more specific code (code Y) would always be 
selected. In query resolution a similar rule applies. However, when you 
have two codes to choose from, one of which is nested inside the other 
you should choose the more specific code (be it at minor or unit group 
level) only if it is a definite code; that is, the code has been extracted 
from the Alphabetic Index using the strict matching rules of first-stage 
coding outlined in the Relerence Guide.
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You should not assign the more specific code if it is only a potential one. 
Rather, you should go to Step 6 to check the potential code using the 
ASCO Statistical Classitication and the Numeric Index. These 
procedures will help you decide the most appropriate code for the 
record. You may, in fact, decide to reject one or more potential codes at, 
say, unit group level, in favour of a definite code at a higher level of the 
classification.

If, after selecting the most specific (definite) code, there are no other 
codes to consider, you may assign this code to the record.

Having dealt with any nested codes, you may still have two or more 
codes to choose from. If these codes are all definite (ie. identified in 
Step 1), you should go directly to:

• Step 8 when the codes are not all in the same major group;

• Step 9 when the codes are all in Major Group 5; or

• Step 10 when the codes are in one major group other than 5.

In all other cases you should go on to Step 6 to check each potential 
code which you are still considering.

Step 6 3.6 Step 6: Checking Codes

This step is necessary for all codes which you have identified using non­
standard procedures (Steps 2 to 4). To check these codes, you must 
consult both the ASCO Statistical Classification and the ASCO Coding 
Index: Numerical Order.

These checking procedures cannot resolve the problem of data missing 
from the record However, they are necessary to ensure that information 
present in the record is not at variance with group definitions, or with 
index entries bearing the same code which you are considering as a 
potential code.

In some cases, you will already have compared information in the record 
with group definitions and with Structure titles. In so doing you may have 
already ruled out some codes and selected others as potential codes. All 
that is now required for these records is that you check the Numeric 
Index. This will give you a comprehensive list of index entries under 
each code that you are considering.

Checking the Numeric Index will help you decide whether the record 
really belongs with other occupations in the major, minor or unit group 
you have selected.

If the respondent's occupation description is too dissimilar from others in 
the group, you would usually reject the code.

The exception to this rule is the case where the code is one ending 99. 
You may assign a record to a unit group with code ending 99, whether or 
not the occupation described sounds similar toother occupations in the 
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group, provided you are certain it belongs to the minor group in question 
and clearly does not belong to any other unit group within that minor 
group

If you have extracted codes from the index using the non-standard 
procedures of Steps 2 or 3, you may not have checked these in the 
ASCO Statistical Classification. You should do so now

First you must read the relevant group definitions to ensure they are not 
at variance with the information in the record You may wish to read 
definitions tor groups up and down the Structure (ie at levels above and 
below the selected group). You may also wish Io read definitions for 
adjacent groups (ie. al the same level as the selected group) to ensure 
that the selected group is the most appropriate

Secondly, you should look at the Structure titles in each relevant group 
and in adjacent groups

If the group definitions, Structure titles and titles in the Numeric Index all 
fit with the information in the record, then you have good evidence that 
the code is appropriate If you are doubtful about the closeness of the fit, 
then you should reject the code

Where there are two competing potential codes (in the same or different 
major groups), these checking procedures may provide support for one 
of the codes and lead you to reject the other

However, you should remember that the managerial title with no task 
information is a special case Where one of the potential codes 
commences with 15 or 16 and the competing code commences with a 
higher digit, you should reject the latter in favour of the managerial code. 
For many managerial-sounding titles, you will, of course, need to consult 
the Numeric Index and the Classification to confirm that the 15 or 16 
code is more appropriate than any other managerial code (The group 
definitions together with the special procedures outlined in Chapter 4 3 
will help you make this decision.)

Where one or more potential codes are nested inside a definite, higher 
level code, the checking procedures may help you choose between 
them. If in doubt, you should always reject the potential code(s) in favour 
of the higher level (major or minor group) code.

If competing potential codes are in different major groups but none is 
supported by the Numeric Index or the Classification, you should leave 
the record uncoded. This is the correct procedure even when you are 
dealing with a multiple title and have another definite code Io consider 
The rule for multiple titles is that you assign, where possible, the code 
for the title with the highest skill level - see Step 8. However, this is not 
possible where you cannot identify the major group to which one of the 
titles belongs Thus if you have one title which is codable Io unit group 
level and one which is not codable even Io major group level, you should 
leave the record uncoded.
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Sotnelimes the checking procedures will support two or more competingOUIIICIIIIIVO Ulo —- ...... --rr
potential codes for a title given singly or as part of a multiple title, h. tnis 
case, you should go on to Step 7.

More often, the checking procedures will leave you with just one
potential code, at major, minor or unit group level. In this case, the one 
potential code should now be treated as definite.

This code should be assigned to the record if there are no other definite 

codes to consider.

If you are dealing with a multiple title and now have one definite code 

for each title given, you should go on to:

• Step 8 when the codes are not all in the same major group,

• Step 9 when the codes are all in Major Group 5: or

• Step 10 when the codes are all in one major group other than 5.

Step 7 3.7 Step 7; Choosing Codes on a Probability Basis

This step is necessary for all records where, after following the checking 
procedures, you still have two or more competing potential codes.

This step is not necessary for multiple titles where you have only definite 
codes to consider

When there are competing potential codes, you may select one of these 
on a probability basis if occupation details in the record, or your 
knowledge of the labour force, suggest that one code has a very high 
probability of being correct

For example, you might know that approximately 80 per cent of 
respondents using a particular occupation title belong to unit group X 
while the remaining 20 per cent belong to unit group Y If you have no 
contrary evidence in a record containing this title, you should select the 

code for X.

Obviously, if there is evidence in the record that the respondent belongs 
to the minority occupation in unit group Y, you should select the code for

Y.

Choosing between two codes on the basis of probabilities is only 
feasible when there is clear evidence in favour of one of the codes.

If you can identify the more probable code, you will normally assign that 
code to the record.

tf you cannot identify the more probable code but the competing 
potential codes are all in the same major group, you should replace 
them with a single code al major or minor group level (see Step 10).

Generally this means that the record contains either a multiple title or a 
single title with multiple tasks and, as a result, there are Iwo or more 
definite codes available. In all such cases the code relating to the most
skilled task, or occupation, is applied.

Coding to the highest skill level is also required lor certain inadequate 
records containing a single title and no task inlormalion. These records

In the rare event that you still have two or more codes Io choose from (in 
the same major group), you should go on to:

• Step 9 if the codes are in Major Group 5, or

• Step 10 in all other cases.
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Step 9 3.9 Step 9: Using the Order of Precedence In Major Group 5

This step is necessary for records with two or more (non-nested) codes 
in Major Group 5 and no other code with a leading digit lower than 5. By 
applying the order of precedence, you will, in most cases, reduce the 

number of available codes to one.

Occasionally you will still have two or more codes to choose from. (This 
could arise if you had two unit group codes belonging to a single minor 
group in Major Group 5.) If this occurs, you should go on to Step 10.

Step 10 3.10 step 10: Coding to Major or Minor Group Level

This step is necessary for all titles and records with insufficient data to 
code to unit group level, where you can identify the minor group or major 
group to which the respondent belongs. In such cases you should assign 
a code at minor or major group level.

Step 10 is also necessary for records with two or more non-nested 
codes in one major group which cannot be resolved using Steps 6 to 9. 
The two codes ^.ay be at the same level of the classification (eg. both 
unit group codes) or at different levels of the classification (eg. one unit 
group and one minor group code). In either situation, you should choose 
the appropriate major or minor group level code, as shown in the table 
on the next page;

In this example, the respondents perform tasks associated with two 
different occupations; hence two definite codes are available - 8103

If, exceptionally, you still have other codes to consider after this step, the 
major or minor group code should be treated as definite. In such a 
case, you must return to a previous step (between 5 and 9 as 
appropriate) to determine which of the codes remaining should be 
assigned to the record.
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DIFFICULT CASES 4. DIFFICULT CASES

This section contains some further advice on occupation titles which are 

known to be difficult to code.

Many records which cannot be processed by first-stage coders contain 
vague titles and little or no task information. Here are some of the more 
commonly used titles in this category. Note that the first seven titles in 

which should be ignored when given as part of athe list are ones 
multiple title;

Quite often, these titles are given with no task details or with a task 
response which merely repeats the information in the title response, for 
example, clerical duties, labouring, engineering etc.

Most are not codable, with certainly, even to major group level without 
details of the specific tasks performed. However, some can be assigned 
a major group code on a probability basis. In each case, you must 
decide whether to apply a major or minor group code or leave the record 
uncoded.

Clerk 4.1 Clerk

Of the commonly used vague titles. Clerk is one of the few that appears 
in the index in an NAI entry with a higher level code. Although a few 
respondents use the title Clerk when it is clear from their tasks they do 
not belong to Major Group 5, the index entry Clerk,'NAI (about specific 
tasks) has the major group code 5000. Without this entry, many 
inadequate records would be referred to you. The use of this higher level 
code means that a small proportion of records are coded to the wrong 
major group but many more records, which would otherwise be left 
uncoded, are coded correctly.

When a record containing the title Clerk or General Clerk is referred to 
you which also contains some task information, you may choose the 
major group code if you think the additional information is not useful.

On the other hand, you may be able to make use of the information *0 
find a more specific code.
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For example:

Controlling fleet of vehicles.

This record would be referred to you because there is no matching index 
entry under the basic word Clerk. In cases like this, where there is 
detailed task information, you should disregard the vague title and try to 
generate a new title from the task response (see Chapter 3.3). You 
could, for example, create the title Fleet Controller from the task 
description in this record. There is a matching index entry for this title 
with code 5503.

4.2 Labourer Labourer

There is no index entry Labourer/ NA! (about specific tasks) with a 
higher level code for two reasons. Firstly, it is recognised that a large 
proportion of people using this title operate plant or machinery and so 
belong to Major Group 7 rather than Major Group 8. As the query 
resolver, you are given the opportunity to check the occupation details 
before assigning the major group code 8000 on a probability basis.

Secondly, because an NAI entry would have the major group code 8000, 
there is a danger that it would be used by first-stage coders for records 
to which you, the query resolver, could assign a more specific code. You 
might, for example, recognise an employer's name in the record and 
thereby confirm that the labourer works in a factory. Since all factory 
labourers who give no task information should be assigned the code 
8199, the lack of a higher level code entry means there is an opportunity 
to assign a more specific code at query resolution. Of course, if you are 
unable to make use of the industry or employer response, you can still 
assign the major group code 8000.

If the record contains detailed task information for which you can find no 
matching entry under Labourer, you may ignore the vague title and try to 
create a new one from the task response.

4.3 Manager, Owner, Director, Proprietor and Partner Managers

There is no NAI entry with a higher level code for any of these single­
word titles. The reasons are twofold: firstly, many respondents using 
these titles should be assigned to a major group other than Major Group 
1. Most such respondents are in charge of small businesses but are 
mainly engaged in the work of the business (selling, hairdressing, 
cooking, driving etc.) rather than managerial or administrative tasks. 
Once again, you are given the opportunity to check the occupation 
details before assigning a managerial code which resolves the query in 
favour of the code at the higher skill level. Once again, you may be able 
to get further details of the occupation which will allow you to assign the 
respondent to the correct major group.
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Secondly, there is a danger that an NAI entry with the major group code 
1000 would be used by first-stage coders to code records which could 
be assigned a more specific code. Even without task information it may 
be possible to assign a code at unit group level to persons describirig 
themselves as the manager, if the name of a retail or other business is 
given in the employer response.

Most persons describing themselves as Managers, Owners, Directors, 
Proprietors or Partners of small businesses, who give no task details, 
can be coded to a managerial unit group in Minor Group 15 or 16.

Those who mention any managerial or administrative tasks such as 
running the business, managing the business, supervising staff, doing 
the books or ordering stock (see chapter 4.3.1 below), are also given a 
managerial code but those who mention only the work of the business 
are coded to the non-managerial tasks performed, for example:

Business

Retail Sales
Transport
Hairdressing Salon

Task

Selling
Driving bus
Cutting hair

Correct Code

6301 (Sales Assistant)
7101 (Bus Driver)
4927 (Hairdresser)

If the record contains a description of the establishment managed but 
there is no matching index entry, you may be able to find an alternative 
title for the respondent (see chapter 3.3) under Manager using a 
synonym. For example you would not find the title Proprietor, Petrol 
Filling Station in the index but you would find the more commonly used 
titles Manager, Service Station and Manager, Garage.

Additional Steps for 4.3.1 
Managerial Titles

Additional Steps for Titles Which Sound Managerial

Many titles used by respondents sound managerial. For such titles, you 
should first try to find a code in the index by following Steps 1 to 3 as 
outlined in Chapter 3. If this does not produce any codes, you may 
consult the Classification (Step 4) but you should use it in conjunction 
with the strategy outlined below.

The Classification contains fewer managerial titles than the Coding 
Index. It was not designed primarily as a coding document and therefore 
cannot give the reader an appreciation of the importance of each basic 
word, verb and object in the title and task response when determining 
whether a respondent belongs to Major Group 1. Those basic words, 
verbs and objects which ASCO recognises as managerial are listed in 
the strategy below.

This strategy can help you decide not only whether the respondent 
belongs to Major Group 1 but, if so, whether the major group code 1000 
or a more specific code should be assigned.

It may also be used to confirm a code identified from the index using 
non-standard coding procedures (Steps 2 or 3).
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However, this strategy only applies to respondents who are not 
employed in Commonwealth, State or Local Government.

1. Check title and task responses

To be managerial (ie. Major Group 1) the respondent must give one of 
the words in list (a) below as a basic word, and, If tasks are 
mentioned, satisfy the task rules outlined at (b) and (c) below:

(a) Managerial basic words

(b) Managerial verbs

If tasks are mentioned, there should be at least one task with a 
managerial verb from the list below:

2. Specialist or Generalist Manager?

Once you have established that the respondent is a manager (in ASCO 
terms) the next step is to establish whether he or she is a specialist or 
generalist manager.

A specialist manager has:

functional qualifying word(s), or

a managerial verb with either one or two functional 
objects.

If you establish that the respondent is a specialist manager, he or she 
must belong to Minor Group 13 Specialist Managers. You will usually be 
able to select a particular unit group by referring to the ASCO Statistical 
Classification and the ASCO Coding Index: Numeric Order.

A generalist manager has no functional qualifying words and, if there 
is a managerial verb, either no functional objects or more than two.

If you cannot be sure whether the correct minor group is 15 or 16, you 
should assign the major group code 1000.

4.4 Engineer Engineer

There is no NAI entry for this single-word title mainly because, without 
task details, respondents are almost as likely to be tradespersons as 
professional engineers. Since the relative probabilities are difficult to 
determine without task information, a major group code is too risky. If 
you, the query resolver, cannot gel more occupation details from the 
record, the respondent or the employer, the title Engineer must be left 
uncoded. However, if you can get a detailed task description, you may 
be able to create a new title from that description.

4,5 Machine Operator and Plant Operator Machine and Plant
Operators

Machine Operator and Plant Operator are commonly used titles which 
are often given with little or no additional information.

The response Plant Operator without task or industry information has a 
definite code 7000 because there are few plant operators in other major 
groups. Although operators of ships and aircraft belong to Major Group 3 
Para-professionals, they create few problems in coding because they do 
not use the word Operator as their basic word.

However, many people who operate machines belong to major groups 
other than 7. Business Machine Operators, for exampfe, belong to Major 
Group 5 {Clerks} while Paper Guillotine Operators and Wood Turning 
Lathe Operators belong to Major Group 4 {Tradespersons}.

Nevertheless, inadequate records containing the title Machine Operator 
and no useful additional information, are assigned the major group code 
7000 as this code still has a high probability of being correct.

Sometimes you will have additional information about the machine, plant 
or materials worked on which is difficult to interpret. In everyday use the 
terms machine and plant are often interchangeable but in ASCO these 
words have a precise meaning.

Mobile plant has an onboard engine and operator. The operator's main 
task is to operate the engine which enables the plant to move from place 
to place. Mobile plant operators are further divided according to the 
primary function of the plant.

If that function is to transport passengers or goods by road or rail, then 
the operator belongs to Minor Group 71 Road and Rail Transport 
Drivers.

If the mobile plant has a function other than transport, then the operator 
belongs to Minor Group 72 Mobile Plant Operators (Except Transport).
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Thus drivers of buses, trams, trucks, cars and locomotives belong to 71 
while operators of bulldozers, forklifts, fire fighting equipment, harvesters 
etc. belong to 72.

Stationary plant is operated in a fixed location and requires the 
operator to sit within or to move about inside or outside it. Once 
activated, stationary plant will generally continue to function 
automatically, without direct intervention from the operator. The 
operator's main task, therefore, is to monitor the performance of the 
plant and to ensure that it is functioning correctly and safely. Minor 
Group 73 Stationary Plant Operators contains operators of the following 
types of plant: power stations, boilers, furnaces, drilling rigs and 
refineries.

Machinery is mechanical apparatus which is normally operated in a 
fixed location by an operator standing or sitting next to it. Generally a 
machine is smaller than plant and requires constant intervention from 
the operator in order to carry out its function.

Minor Group 74 Machine Operators contains operators of the lollowing 
types of machinery: packing machines, sewing machines, plastic 
extruders, metal presses and moulding machines, to name but a few. 
This minor group excludes some more skilled occupations in which the 
principal task involves operating a machine, as noted above.

Hand-held tools which are portable and which have to be moved as 
part of their operation are not machines as defined in ASCO. 
Chainsaws, power drills and jackhammers are hand-held tools. People 
who use these tools as the principal part of their job are in major groups 
other than 7, depending on their skill level.

You should bear these definitions in mind when you are resolving 
queries relating to persons who indicate they operate plant or 
machinery. Note that most records for which you can identify the minor 
group also have enough information to identify the unit group. You will, 
therefore, assign most records containing the title Machine Operator or 
Plant Operator either a unit group code or the Major Group code 7000. 
Only rarely will you assign a minor group code.
