The standard error for the individual Industry groups 
varies between 2 and per cent for the manufacturing industries and between 1 and 4
per cent for non-manufacturing. There are about 2 chances in 3 that a sample
estimate will differ from results which would be obtained from a comparable complete 
collection by less than 1 standard error, and 19 chances in 20 that the differaice
would be less than 2 staiidard errors. for example, the December quarter 19^^ revised
estimate of total capital expenditure is 1,645 million with a st.uidard error of approxi­

4 The revised estimates differ to some extent from the corresponding
preliminary estimates published on IS February 1970 due to sampling variability
between the two estimates.
