Professor L. G. H. Huxley, Professor of Physics in 
the University of Adelaide, has kindly contributed the 
following review of Professor Titterton's book. 

"Although most people are fully aware of the 
fearful dilemma that has been presented to mankind 
by the discovery of the means for releasing nuclear 
energy, the promise of prosperity on the one hand 
and the threat of universal destruction on the other, 
yet there are many significant matters in this field 
about which the public is ill-informed, confused or 
ignorant. The layman receives much of his infor­
mation in the form of isolated and unco-ordinated 
items of news, over the radio, in the press and · in 
short articles, from which it is impossible for him to 
form an intelligent appreciation of the subject as a 
whole. There was therefore a need for a compre­
hensive and authoritative, but not highly technical 
survey of the whole field. Professor Titterton's 
book, which was written to meet this need, provides 
a remarkably clear and full account of most of the 
relevant information that the serious but non-tech­
nical reader requires. 

Part I is chiefly concerned with the peaceful uses 
of atomic (i.e. nuclear) energy. After a brief and 
elementary survey of some basic facts of atomic 
physics, including the process of fission, it is explain­
ed how it has proved possible to release nuclear 
energy in a controlled manner. The importance fo r 
the maintenance and development of modern indus­
trial society of this new source of power is con­
vincingly established by means of an interesting and 
informative survey of the power reserves of the 
world, their distribution and estimated durations. 
Since world oil reserves and the coal reserves of 
some countries are approaching exhaustion in the 
relatively near future, the appearance of this new and' 
convenient source of power is most timely and 
essential. 

After a chapter dealing with the design, opera­
tion and economics of reactors for producing electri­
cal power for industry, further chapters follow on the 
policies for atomic energy in the United Kingdom, the 
United States, Australia, Canada and other countries. 
In these chapters, there is a great deal of interesting 
information about reactors of different kinds, in­
cluding the important breeder reactors of the future. 

The peaceful uses of atomic energy are not, 
however, confined to the generation of electrical 
power. The author describes how the large con­
centrations of neutrons in atomic reactors can be used 
to prepare a variety of radioactive isotopes that have 
important uses in pure research, medicine and in­
dustry. 

Although Professor Titterton is a nuclear phy­
sicist, he has not neglected the biological aspects of 
the · subject and an important chapter on the health 
hazards of atomic energy is essential for the· under­
standing of the mechanism of damage to biological 
cells by radiations and of protective' measures. In this 
context, the possible consequences of genetic damage 
is fully discussed especially in relation to the testing 
of nuclear weapons. 

The transition from the hopeful theme of Part I 
to the oppressive theme of Part II, from what should 
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happen to what could happen, cannot fail to shock 
the reader, for Part II deals with nuclear warfare. 
In brief, this part of the book is concerned with the 
principles of both the fission (atomic) bombs and the 
fusion (hydrogen) bombs, their methods of use, and 
destructive capabilities. Civil defence and its im­
portance forms the subject of a s·pecial chapter. 

The third and final part of the book discusses 
the social and political consequences of nuclear energy 
and is less factual that what has preceded. Many 
readers will find the history of the abortive attempts 
to achieve international control of the production 
and me of atomic weapons an interesting, if depres­
sing excursion into modern history. 

In writing this book Professor Titterton has 
made an outstanding contribution to popular educa­
tion in an important field of knowledge. It is to 
be hoped that "Facing the Atomic Future" will find 
many readers ."
