VACATION SCHOLARS AT MOUNT STROMLO 
OBSERVATORY 

During the 195 7-1958 summer vacation, the Mount 
Stromlo Observatory accepted eight vacation scholars. 
These were all undergraduate students taking honours 
courses in Mathematics and/ or Physics. Three students 
came from Melbourne, two from Queensland, two from 
Adelaide, and one from Sydney. They all lived at 
University House. 

Each scholar was assigned to a staff member of the 
Observatory as Scientific Assistant. Students also at­
tended a series of colloquia given by members of the 
Scientific Staff and took part in night observation pro­
grammes as second observers. Dr. Bok had regular 
meetings with the students, and hopes that through this 
course suitable men will be orientated towards future 
research work in Astronomy.

ROY AL SOCIETY AND NUFFIELD FOUNDATION 
COMMONWEALTH BURSARIES 

Applications are invited for awards under the Royal 
Society and Nuffield Foundation Commonwealth Bur­
saries Scheme which was instituted to provide facilities 
for increasing the efficiency of scientists of proven worth 
by enabling them to pursue research, learn techniques or 
follow other forms of study in natural science in coun­
tries other than their own in the Commonwealth where 
the physical or personal environment or both are pecu­
liarly favourable. 

The bursaries provide travel, maintenance at a rate 
depending on the applicant's circumstances and living 
costs in the country concerned (on the basis of about 
£600 a year in the United Kingdom), and are tenable 
usually for periods of two to twelve months; they are 
not intended to provide any salary as such. Bursars will 
not be permitted to prepare specifically for, or to take 
examinations for, higher degrees or diplomas. 

For proposed visits beginning during the period 
from January to July, 1959, or later, applications must 
be received complete with supporting documents not 
later than 15th September, 1958, by the Assistant Sec-

retary, the Royal Society, Burlington House, London, 
W. l, from whom application form and fuller particu­
lars may be obtained.
