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Eric Sparke took up academic studies at
the Australian National University in the
mid-1970s after a career in journalism,
creative writing and broadcasting. As a
part-time student, he obtained first class
honours in history and won the university
medal for history, the first part-timer to do
so. In April 1987 he was awarded a PhD
for the thesis which forms the basis of this
book. Born in Newcastle in 1923, Eric
Sparke worked first on the Newcastle
Morning Herald and then as a war
correspondent in Papua New Guinea and
the Solomon Islands. After the Second
World War he returned to the Herald,
founded the Newcastle Writers’ Club and
freelanced as a short story and radio script
writer. In the late 1950s he spent three
years in London as a sub-editor on the
Daily Mail and a regular broadcaster for the
BBC.
